NEW BUSINESS:  Trustee Amiano commented that the new benches around the Village pond look very nice.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Gerry Schrock, 767 Olde Oak Drive, said that his back yard has become a virtual river during the last couple of rainfalls.  He said that they have lived in their home for 15 years and have never experienced a water problem before the past couple of rainfalls.  He noted that the water is backing up from a storm sewer tile in his back yard.  Mayor Latham asked that the Village Administrator and Village Engineer get down there first thing in the morning to evaluate the situation.  Trustee Residori said that perhaps there is blockage of the pipe and is not flowing properly.  Administrator Koehler said that he would get with Mr. Schrock to discuss the situation.

· Chuck Nowak, 1063 Yale Avenue, asked if the Village Engineer plans to contact the homeowners that are being impacted by the Yale Avenue Ditch project.  Administrator Koehler said he thought that this had taken place.  Mr. Nowak said that he has not had an opportunity to talk personally with anyone on the project.  His concern is where his property line will be, as he wants to install a fence on the back part of his property.  Mayor Latham said that the homeowner would not be able to place fences, sheds, etc., on the easement.  Mr. Nowak said that there is now a “drainage” easement on the copy of the plat, and that this easement was never shown on any plats that he has a copy of.  Mayor Latham said that he would see to it that the Village Engineer makes sure that all easements are legally and rightfully in place.  Administrator Koehler will get in touch with the Village Engineer to line up a meeting with all those affected by this project.

· Toby Olszewski, The Herald, asked about the new policy on the rental of gazebos as to whether you had to have a permit.  Trustee Byrne said that the permit is just to ensure that you have the gazebo for a specific time.  Otherwise, they are free to use on a first come, first serve, basis.  She also asked who made the motion and second on the MFT Bond ordinance.  Village Attorney O’Brien said that it was moved by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Byrne.

· Steve Kerr, 310 Meadows Road South, thanked the Board for addressing his issue that he presented at the last Regular Board Meeting.  He also said that he has requested from the Village Engineer a copy of the plat that is recorded that shows the drainage easement.  Mr. Kerr said that if the Village Engineer is welcome to use the vacant lot next to his house for the meeting with the Yale Avenue project residents.  Mayor Latham said that he would be sure to pass that information on to the Village Engineer.
