PUBLIC COMMENTS
· Keith Runyon, 1165 Plum Creek Drive, addressed the Board on a number of things, trying to get information from the Village of Bourbonnais was very difficult, at best.  He said that next to the old Bourbonnais Library Board, the Village of Bourbonnais is the next hardest government entity that he has ever had to deal with in terms of getting information regarding issues that are out there.  He said that the information that he requested should be readily available.  If it is not, which has been the case, suggests the Village lacks good internal controls, and as such he feels a lot of work needs to be done in that area.  He said that the real reason he is here tonight, is to define who is responsible for the classroom shortage in the Village of Bourbonnais.  He said it is pretty easy to define.  There are three culprits:  1) the builders; 2) the Villages who are on a race for rooftops, as he put it; 3) the education districts themselves, with the exception of St. George School District.  Mr. Runyon then went on to talk about various things such as TIF districts and their impact on school funding, builders and villages with the race to put in more homes and also discuss the referendums that have been passed or are being proposed for expansions of the schools and taxpayers are eventually going to say no to those, and the groups that created the problems are going to have to find a way to fix them.  Mr. Runyon went on to say that the villages and the education districts need to get together and have a summit and find out a way they are going to pay for the needed expansion of the schools due to the population growth other than relying on the taxpayers because he does not feel that a referendum for new school funding is going to pass.  Mayor Latham then thanked Mr. Runyon for his comments but says that he differs with him on many of his views.  Mayor Latham said for one, Mr. Runyon’s comparison of the Chicago TIF’s vs. Village of Bourbonnais TIF’s just cannot be made.  He said the industrial TIF we have slated for the northeast section of Bourbonnais will have no population impact on the schools.  This TIF is clearly meant to create jobs by bringing in new industry to the area.  He said that yes, there could be some commercial businesses that could move into that are with a M-1 or M-2 zoning, but with that aside, we must do something to try to attract industry.  As Mayor Latham has said to Mr. Runyon many times, he would be more than welcome to come to the Village, sit down and discuss the issues with he or anyone else on the Board, and try to get him up to speed with the things we are trying to accomplish here in the Village of Bourbonnais.  Mr. Runyon wanted to know just what the TIF’s are doing for the communities that have them here in Kankakee County.  How are they benefiting the taxpayers, because he just doesn’t see it.  Mayor Latham said that a year ago, or so, when OUTRAGE and Mr. Runyon came in, and all they could talk about were impact fees, and how those were going to make things right.  The Village took that and ran with it, and has implemented impact fees on new homes, and he does not know what more he can do from a Village standpoint to help the schools.  We have also contributed over $2 million dollars to the schools locally, and helped to renovate and build the schools, and he doesn’t know what more we can do at this point.  The schools have to look at their situations, and have to evaluate them, and figure out a way to make things work.  It is not the village’s responsibility.  The fight needs to be taken up in Springfield to get the education funding formula squared away and get things fixed.  It is not the Village of Bourbonnais causing the problems.  
· Rick Piotrowiak, 660 Kathy Drive, wanted to know about a drainage issue on his property which is located in the new Kennedy Homes development.  He said Mr. Brooks, village engineer, looked into this weeks ago, and wanted a report on issue.  Administrator Koehler will talk with Tyson and Mr. Brooks, and will get back with homeowner as soon as he can.
