· Chief Beard commented on the walk signal that is located at the triangle, the intersection of Route 102 and Route 45.  IDOT had looked into the situation that had been occurring there with pedestrians trying to get from Olivet side of Route 45 to the Dairy Queen side of Route 45, and that cars coming from 102 heading south, turning right on Route 45, were posing safety hazard for them.  IDOT has since remedied that situation by tying the pedestrian cross walk buttons that are located on both sides of the intersection directly to the traffic signal.  Whenever that cross button is pressed by a pedestrian all traffic signals will go red, and the walk light will come on for the pedestrians to cross from one side of Route 45 to the other.  They would have approximately 30 seconds to do so.
· Chief Beard also announced that Officer Joe Bertrand is now patrolling the streets of Bourbonnais on his own, effective this past week.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Bill Black, of 306 Meadows Road South asked the Board who is supposed to be maintaining the detention ponds to the south of his property in the new Heritage Meadows Development.  Mayor Latham said the developer has proposed to the Village of Bourbonnais that the Village take over the maintenance of these detention ponds, but as for now, an agreement has not been reached with the developer.  It is currently their responsibility to maintain these.  Village Administrator Koehler said the Village Engineer is in the process of looking at this area and what things need to be done by the developer to insure that the detention ponds are up to village standards before the village accepts the responsibility for the maintenance of them.  Trustee Residori asked Mr. Black what seemed to be the problem with the detention ponds.  Mr. Black said the spillways seem to be holding water and they are in need of maintenance in terms of the weeds and such.  Mayor Latham said that once all the information comes back on not only these but a few other detention ponds (approximately five in village) that are being reviewed in the same manner.  Once the information comes back the village can make a decision that they do meet village standards, at that point in time something will be done to transition those, but in the mean time, Administrator Koehler will look into the developer’s responsibilities in maintaining them.  
· Mr. Black also brought to the Board’s attention his opinion that the Village is in need of more police officers due to the recent growth and impending growth of the Village.  
· Mr. Black also asked at this point, if the Village has a disaster plan in place with some of the recent disasters that have occurred in the Gulf States and the like.  He was curious if the Village was in a position in the event that something catastrophic occurred here locally, if we were able to put a plan into place.  Administrator Koehler said there are meetings constantly with the neighboring communities in the county to maintain a disaster plan.  Mr. Koehler said as a case in point, there was a mock disaster drill at Provena St. Mary’s Hospital emergency entrance ramp this weekend, where a car exploded and the various emergency personnel from the communities and Riverside Medical Center were all working together in this event.  Also, with the Amtrak tragedy that occurred a few years ago, the communities have put new communication systems in place to allow for better communications when events like that do occur.  Village Administrator Koehler also noted that the Village itself is looking to increase the early warning systems, which some may think of these as tornado sirens, but alert systems throughout the Village and adjacent areas so the Village would have 100% coverage in the event of a catastrophe occurring, and the alarms need to be sounded.  
· Mr. Black then asked if a school like Liberty Intermediate School that was recently built, could withstand a tornado given the fact that we reside in a tornado prevalent area.  Mayor Latham said that he is not really sure about that, and that would be a question he would have to pose to the school district.
· Steve Kerr, of 310 Meadows Road South, also asked about detention ponds located in the same area Mr. 
Black referred to, in the fact that he has pictures showing erosion of gravel and various things with the 
ponds.  He wanted to bring that to the Village’s attention, moreover, he also has concerns about a 
portion of an easement adjacent to his property that has been torn up and has been attempted to be 
re-graded and reseeded, with really no luck.  He said that the contractor, or one of the subcontractors, 
have tried on four different occasions to reseed the property and in some cases you get a gully washer 
type rain storm come through and wash the seed away, other cases they put it down and days of 90 
degree heat, allowing nothing to grow.  He is wondering what the Village intends to do to resolve this 
situation.  Mr. Koehler said he is aware of the situation and that the developer/contractor has tried, as 
Mr. Kerr has pointed out, on numerous occasions to get to some parcel graded, reseeded and growing, 
and due to circumstances beyond his control, things have not seemed to go his way.  We still have a 
retainer on the project that is being held by the Village until such time that the repairs are done 
correctly and completely.
