REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~ MINUTES ~

September 5, 2006
CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Joseph Beard, Chief of Police, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Village Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, and Trustee Bruce Greenlee.  Absent were: Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.  Absent was Village Administrator Frank Koehler.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Greenlee, to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the August 21, 2006, Regular Board Meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 4-0.

· Oath of Office


Chief Beard introduced the Village’s newest police officer, Nicholas Crowley, to the Board.  Officer Crowley comes to us from Grant Park, where he had been an officer there.  Prior to that, during his training, he finished in the top 10 in his class from both a physical and mental training standpoint, as well as firearms.  Chief Beard is very pleased to have Officer Crowley on the force with us, and cannot say enough about his future with the Village of Bourbonnais.  At this time, Village Clerk Simeur administered the Oath of Office to Officer Crowley, who then received a warm applause and welcome to the Village of Bourbonnais.

Mike Hogan, Superintendent BBCHS District 307, came to the meeting this evening to discuss the referenda that will be on the November ballot that takes into consideration a new facility in Bradley that would house the incoming Freshman class, and would allow for a 20 cent rate increase to allow for operating funds for the new building’s maintenance as well as maintenance on the existing high school on North Street.  Of the 20 cents, 8 cents would be used for the new campus operations, and 12 cents would be used for the existing campus’s operations.  Mr. Hogan gave the Board a little background.  (Copy attached)  There are currently 2096 students enrolled this year, whereas the building is currently designed to handle 1600 students.  He said the referenda would allow for $41 million to build the freshman building, and would be built in such a way that hallways and facilities at the school would be built for future expansion for increases that may occur, and required additions that would follow based on any increases in students.  The logic for that is merely that the freshman students would be utilizing the same course work, extra curricular activities at the same level, plus it would allow for a lot of the students to adjust to the high school level without having to deal with the other 1,000+ students in the sophomore, junior and senior classes on their campus.  Mayor Latham said he is not speaking for the Board, but he personally supports the idea for funding the new school and the operating fund increase.  He thinks there is no better reason to spend money than to educate our children which would actually return to the public much more than what is invested.  Trustee Residori went on to say that there is one thing the community needs, is good schools, and that the education of our children in the Bourbonnais area is a top priority.  Trustee Greenlee asked Mr. Hogan if any monies have been reserved for the population boom that is currently happening in the Bourbonnais area.  Mr. Hogan responded, no that has not been done because this whole increase of students didn’t occur until just a few short years ago.  Prior to that the enrollment had remained relatively flat, but given today’s enrollment numbers and the homes that are platted to be built in the northern sections in Bourbonnais and Bradley, he can only see the number climbing each year.  There is no other way to fund school expansion other than a referendum at this time, given the fact that the State is not currently in a position to fund this project.  Mr. Hogan’s hope, however, is that the funds expended to build this new school would be counted by the State as our match for the project that we currently have submitted to them, therefore any expansion to that new campus would essentially be funded by the state in an equal amount of money that the district is spending today.  Trustee Schore commented that the Village of Bourbonnais and other surrounding communities had agreed to impact fees and he was wondering how those were being factored into the growth.  Mr. Hogan said that at this point in time, the impact fees, although they are appreciated, they would never be able to fund the development of a new campus like this.  Mr. Hogan went on to say the impact fees do, however, need to be revisited, to see if an increase is necessary to keep up with the normal maintenance on both campuses.  Mr. Hogan wrapped it up by basically saying he comes tonight to try to inform and answer any question the Board members may have, realizing that as this referendum approaches and election day approaches, there will be numerous questions coming around from Village residents, and he wanted to get the Board as informed as possible about the plan that the District 307 has for the new campus as well as the operating fund increase.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
· Gerald Schrock, 767 Old Oake Drive, came back to the Board to inform them his problem with flooding and all related, does not seem to be getting the attention that he feels it should have gotten by now, given the circumstances surrounding his property.  He said that he felt that the Mayor and the Board was not keeping their promise on looking into the drainage system and the water flow in the area.  Mayor Latham asked James Brooks from Tyson Engineering to get with Mr. Schrock after the meeting to arrange a time to come out and look at the area to see what needs to be done to correct the problem. 

· Mark Sykes, 2437 Sportsman Club Road, was there to discuss the previous Plan Commission case 05-Z-019, regarding the removal of encumbrances on an easement that is located between his property on Sportsman’s Club Road, and the western most edge of Bourbonnais on Barrington Lane.  He is wondering why nothing has been done to clean up the area.  He said there are still things blocking the flow of water through its normal path, and would like to know if the Village is going to enforce the removal as was agreed to with this Plan Commission case number.  He said that by not forcing the original homeowners to remove bushes and fences, etc., other homeowners have come along since then are starting to follow suit doing the same thing by blocking the easement.  As a result of this, he is seeing a substantial amount of water in his backyard since this has occurred and wondered what the Village is going to do about it.  Mayor Latham said the case he is referring to was never approved by the Village Board, and it won’t be until an engineering study is done to show what the true situation is down there, in terms of the water flow.  Mayor Latham said that if it is just merely water in his back yard, it is not such a bad thing, taking into account we had a four and five inch rain a couple of months ago and there was not a spot in this village that did not accumulate some standing water due to that amount of rain.  There is just no way around it.  All Mr. Sykes wants to know why the Village hasn’t pressed the issue on the petition being denied.  Mayor Latham said he will have this item looked into and investigated and will be getting back to him shortly.  Trustee Schore said that it seems that in this day in age homeowners are more concerned about themselves and their property than their adjoining and neighboring properties.  There was a time a while ago when residents concerned themselves with neighbors two, three and four doors down and what they may do to their property that may cause an adverse affect to their neighbors.  They thought before they did things, and in this day in age, it is not the case.  People do what they feel is right for their parcel and not taking the big picture into account prior to doing so.
· Ron Hansen, 1297 Greenbriar Court, regarding the railroad resolution read earlier.  He said only the government would punish one industry to subsidize a failing industry.  He went on to say the Village is not planning as they grow.  Talks about services such as police, public works, etc., things aren’t being thought out.  The village is trying to do too much and not doing the basic things well.  Mr. Hansen, in a nut shell, said the village as well as the school districts needs competition.  He feels that things such as police, public works, etc., should be contracted out.  Things could be done more efficiently and more effectively that way.  He said it may irritate some people, but would be good for the community.  Mr. Hansen then said concerning the TIF that is being proposed, the Village is playing monopoly with village taxpayers’ money.  By doing these deals you are making prostitutes out of honest businesses.  Mr. Hansen said that if the Village were to keep the taxes low on services you would be surprised how many people and businesses would want to locate here.  Trustee Residori said that our taxes are currently the lowest in the county.  Mr. Hansen commented by saying, “Wait a minute, I pay over $4,000 a year in taxes”.  Mayor Latham cut him off right there and said “If you paid $4,000 in property taxes, you paid the village approximately $260.”
