Mayor Latham reported on the following:

· The State of Illinois put the Armour Road project on hold.  He said that he is not happy at all with this news!

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked about the purchase of the Brown Boulevard property by Perry.  She said the way she understood the sale of property it required a bid process.  Attorney Dunn said the State statute governing the sale of surplus property allows for the sale of surplus property without a bid process.  Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked how this would differ from the recent sale of the Briarcliff 15th Addition property.  Attorney Dunn replied that, although he was not the Village Attorney at the time of this sale, he would be certain that both sales met the Statute on Sale of Surplus Property, but in the case of the Brown Boulevard sale, there was an offer made equal to what the Village paid for it.  Mr. Bernard also asked if the Village, as sellers of the property, planned to dictate to the zoning of the property.  Mayor Latham said he does not plan to dictate the plan for the property, but the developer is looking for B-1 zoning.  Mr. Bernard asked if the Village was concerned about the development of perhaps a bowling alley.  Mayor Latham said he is not concerned about this.  Administrator Koehler added that the developer would have to follow all building codes and requirements.  Mayor Latham said that anybody who would pay that kind of money for land must be serious about the development and would have a good plan for the property.  Ms. Olszewski asked exactly where the parcel was located.  Administrator Koehler said it is between Dr. Guebert’s office and Trotter’s Chase on the east side of Brown Boulevard.  Mr. Bernard asked what type developments under B-1 are allowed?  Administrator Koehler said medical offices and retail (requiring additional parking) fit under B-1.

· Mr. Bernard asked what effect this development would have on the KMart development plan he has heard about.  Mayor Latham said that since this is located across the street from that area, there should be no issues.  Mr. Bernard also asked how this would be paid for. Mayor Latham said that no TIF Funds are involved, and the buyer must close by September 1, 2004.
