to the final agreement which will now be ironed out and in 
place shortly.  Mayor Latham noted that upon the pulling of the permit, Edgemark is 
responsible for paying the Village of Bourbonnais $450,000.00, which is the equivalent 
of the cost of the Kmart property to the Village.  Edgemark also has 90 days from the 
signing of the official contract to tear the Kmart property down.  Mayor Latham also 
noted this would be a PUD project and any deviations from the original plans and 
agreements would require Edgemark to come back to the Village Board for approval of 
any changes to the agreement.
