Public Works Director—Mayor Latham said the Search Committee for a new Public Works Director had submitted three names to him for review.  Following his review of the top three candidates, he is asking the Board’s concurrence on the appointment of John Latham as the full-time replacement for former Public Works Director Bruce Blake, who retired in April.  Motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Amiano, to concur with Mayor Latham to appoint John Latham as Public Works Director.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Laurel Soper, of 120 Pallissard, asked the Board if the rumor that the Trudeau House will be torn down is true.  Mayor Latham said he has not heard either way, acknowledging that nothing has been submitted to the Village to do so.
Ms. Soper asked if the Village of Bourbonnais Landmark Commission is still active.  She said the Bourbonnais Historical Society would like to see the Trudeau House saved.  Administrator Koehler said it is still active.

Mayor Latham said the Village of Bourbonnais will do anything they can to work with the Bourbonnais Grove Historical Society.

Administrator Koehler asked Bourbonnais Grove Historical Society Chair, Nick Allen, who was in attendance at this meeting, to contact him to discuss this matter.

· Nancy Sharp, of 210 Kristina, asked when the work at the construction site at Route 45 and Kathy Drive will be finished.  She said that it has been going on for over a year, and the site is an eyesore.  

Mayor Latham said that he received a letter from Oakwood Construction that states it will be cleaned up in the next two to three weeks (by July 1st).  

· Ms. Sharp also asked when the Army Corp. of Engineers will come in to resurvey the flood plain and make a change so as not to include the Bell Aire area.  She said she was here two years ago to talk about the same thing, and nothing has been done.  This is resulting in additional insurance being required on new home loans.  Mayor Latham said that this is a very delicate situation, as sure as you change the flood plain map, we will get a flood in that area.  He said the new Village Engineer will work on this in the near future.

· Don Demarah, of 42 N. West Avenue, wanted to share his concerns with the Board about the intersection of Route 45 and Bethel Drive.  As most of the Board had already known, Mr. Demarah’s wife, Kathy, was seriously injured at that intersection last week.  Although she was very lucky to survive the terrible accident, Mr. Demarah is afraid that the next victim(s) may not be so lucky.  He wants to know when in the world will the traffic signals be installed.  He wondered what the hold up was, as he knows that the Village of Bourbonnais has talked about these going in for sometime.  Trustee Byrne said the Village is pushing this project as it can.

Mr. Demarah said the article in the local paper, and some individuals that have talked to him, have suggested that his wife should have used more caution at that intersection.  He said that if the Village of Bourbonnais would have “gotten off its butts” this accident would have been averted.

Mayor Latham said that the Village of Bourbonnais has done all it can to get these signals installed—including borrowing upwards of $250,000.00 to pay for the entire project—so the State cannot use funding as a reason for the hold up.  Mayor Latham said that the State of Illinois is the hold up at this point.  They are requiring an additional engineering study.

Mr. Demarah also asked what is being done about the signs located on the NW corner of the intersection.  Mayor Latham said that he should be assured that the Village of Bourbonnais will do all it can to work with ComEd to get the signs removed from their easement.  Trustees Byrne and Residori both said they live in that area, and realize the intersection has been a problem for some time now, and they too assured him that the Village of Bourbonnais is not the problem, the State of Illinois is the cause for the delays.
· Bill Sharp, of 210 Kristina, asked if the Village of Bourbonnais could do anything about the speeders that drive up and down Route 45 around the Larry Power Road area.  He said that it gets very dangerous at times, trying to turn in and out of the Bell Aire area.  Mayor Latham said that the Village of Bourbonnais Police Department does all it can, but that it is a State highway.

EXECUTIVE SESSION—Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Residori, to adjourn into Executive Session as allowed for in the Village Attorney’s section of this meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
