Call to Order—Village President Latham called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
2.
Roll Call—Clerk Brian Simeur called Roll with the following Trustees in attendance: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance: Village Administrator Frank Koehler, Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.

Public Hearing—Street Vacation for Property Located on the West Side 
of Northwest Avenue, Midway between Kim Drive and Karen Drive.
· Village Administrator Koehler explained the location of the property in question, and the make up of the property which is adjacent to two property owners.  The parcel is approximately 60 feet wide and based on the plat of dedication, the northern most 20 feet would go to the property owner adjacent to the north end, and south 40 feet of the property in question would go to the property owner to the south.  As Administrator Koehler pointed out, the property owner to the south is interested in this property being vacated and would like to have the 40 foot strip that borders his property, however the property owner to the north has stated that they do not want anything to do with this parcel, and the Village will have to act accordingly.  The Board will look at all options, and at this time there is no decision to be made, however, the Board will get back together possibly at the next board meeting with their consensus on how to move forward with this vacation of property.

· Mark Fiore, property owner to the south of this parcel, asked if the entire parcel would be vacated.  Mayor Latham said yes, it would.  Ed Hayes, Plan Commission Chair, said as a point of order, he should have given the report from the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals meeting held in August, prior to this public hearing.  Village Attorney Dunn said that this discussion and public hearing does not rule his report moot, and that the Board would not vote on this matter until hearing Mr. Hayes’ report during the regular board meeting.  In an effort to bring everybody up to speed on what the Plan Commission had decided, Mr. Hayes gave a report on case 05-Z-033, during this Public Hearing which relates to this property vacation.  Mr. Hayes reported that the Plan Commission recommends to the Village Board that they vacate the parcel of property located on the west side of Northwest Avenue, midway between Kim Drive and Karen Drive. 

· At this time the Board asked if there were any public comments regarding this item?  Again, Mark Fiore made the Board aware that he and the previous owner of his current residence had taken care of that property for many years as if it were theirs.  They would continue to do so if the Village of Bourbonnais allowed them to have that parcel.

· At this time, Village Administrator Koehler read a letter from the property owner north of this property, again stating that they have no interest in any part of the parcel that is being vacated.  

· A decision by the Board will be made in the near future.  
4.
Public Hearing—Vacation of a Portion of Station Street and an Alley 
Way in the Village of Bourbonnais (Lambert Grain)

· At this time and in effort to again inform the Board and the public body of what their decision was at their meeting, Mr. Hayes gave his Plan Commission Report on case 05-Z-032, which was the case for the public hearing in question regarding Station Street and an alley way near Lambert Grain.  It was the recommendation by the Planning Commission that the property/parcel be vacated by the Village of Bourbonnais.  At this time, there was no action necessary by the Village Board, and they will take Mr. Hayes’ recommendation into consideration upon the time they decide on this vacation of property.
