Village Administrator Koehler went on to say that the Plan Commission approved the request on a condition that an ingress and egress be included for lot #1 within the development, and it was also noted the homeowners association would be responsible for the detention pond that will reside in the center of the development.  Trustee Schore noted that Tyson Engineering was the developer’s engineer on this project and that Robinson Engineering was doing the review for the Village of Bourbonnais.  Trustee Schore asked if the ingress/egress easement had been resolved and he was assured by Laurie Cyr, from Tyson Engineering, it will in fact be taken care of. He said given that the property was used 
for public works in past years an environmental study was completed and found that no contamination 
was found to be present.  Trustee Byrne asked if there was a time limit placed on the contract 
awarded to the particular company approved for this, and Administrator Koehler said yes, there will be 
a 60-day window in order to get this done.  Motion made by Byrne, seconded by Residori, to accept the 
low bid of $18,992.80 from Oakwood Enterprises.  This was recommended by Tyson Engineering, the 
Village Engineer.  Trustee Residori asked if the Village is going to entertain the notion of selling the 
property, because he knows the adjacent homeowner at one time had inquired about building a garage 
on that property if the Village was going to get rid of it.  Mayor Latham said at this point, he would like 
to get this proposal passed, get the property cleaned up.  After that, we can look into what our options 
are with that parcel.
