REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~ MINUTES ~

November 17, 2003

CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Ryan Lambert, fourth grader at Alan Shepard Elementary School, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The roll was called with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, and Village Attorney Michael O’Brien.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion was made by Trustee Amiano and seconded by Trustee Greenlee, to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the November 3, 2003 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.

CORRESPONDENCE

Glenn Rewerts, developer of Main Street Square Mall, next to the “triangle” met with Mayor Latham and Administrator Koehler last week to discuss the status of leasing his property.  Since he is very close to a deal, he has asked the Board for a six-month extension on the deadline to receive his remaining TIF fund.  As part of the TIF agreement, his final payment was scheduled to occur by December 31, 2003, but this was contingent on an occupancy permit being issued for a buyer/lessee of the property.  Given the circumstance of his current negotiations, this will probably not happen by December 31, 2003, thus the need for the extension.  A motion was made by Trustee Amiano, and seconded by Trustee Residori, to extend the deadline for the final TIF payment to Mr. Rewerts to June 30, 2004.

Resolution 03-698 (A Resolution Accepting and Approving an Audit Report for the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee County, Illinois for Fiscal Year Ending April 30, 2003)


Mike Wolf, from the Village’s Public Accounting/Auditing firm of Wadley & Associates, gave his report on the Village audit for fiscal year ending April 30, 2003.  He made note of the following:

· The Village was given an unqualified opinion—the best it could receive.

· The Village’s tax continues to decline—even though the economy is down.  He contributed this to good fiscal management by the Board.

· The Government Reporting Standards are changing in a couple of years.  He said that the Village should have these new standards implemented a year earlier than required.  Mr. Wolf thanked Nancy Bertrand for her hard work on this matter among others.

Trustee Amiano thanked Mr. Wolf for his effort.

Mr. Bill Morris, from Kirkpatrick Pettis, who is handling the Village’s bond issue, updated the Board on the status of the process.  He said that the conference call with Standard & Poors went very well and they have given the Village of Bourbonnais a bond rating of “A” (see attached detailed summary), which is very good.  Mr. Morris also said that the bonds would be priced on Wednesday of this week and put on sale the first week of December 2003.  Local residents will have the first chance to purchase the new bonds.

VILLAGE PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Robert Latham, Mayor


Mayor Latham reported on the following:

· The testing has been completed for the census jobs.  Approximately 160-170 applicants took the test and 60 or so will be hired.  They should begin knocking on doors in a week or two.

· There are two to three easements that need to be conveyed to the Village in order for the Yale Avenue ditch project to start

· The mayor reminded everyone to mark their calendars for Saturday, December 6, 2003 for the Annual Village Christmas party at the Quality Inn in Bradley.

· Village Attorney O’Brien said that the ordinance that Tony Perry, Administrator of the Kankakee River Valley Enterprise Zone, had asked the Village to pass as part of the KRVEZ renewal process will be presented for first reading at the next regular board meeting.

-----Request for Executive Session-----

Village Attorney O’Brien requested an Executive Session for discussing potential litigation at the end of Public Comments with no action to be taken.

OLD BUSINESS:  Trustee Residori discussed the problems that the Village Board is facing with some of the rental property located in the Village.  He said that some of the units (apartments, duplexes, houses) are really being run down and need to be repaired.

Mayor Latham said that in the next couple of months, the Board should look very seriously at hiring a part-time employee in the Code Department to enforce the building codes on rental property and issue citations where applicable.  He said that with all the new building activity taking place, the current code department staff just cannot keep up with the workload and another person would be needed.  The codes are in place; they just need to be enforced better.  Trustee Schore agreed that the biggest issue here is the lack of manpower, and we do need to look at hiring another person for the job.

NEW BUSINESS:  Trustee Schore announced that Alex Zarifis was in the audience tonight working on the Citizens Badge for the Boy Scouts.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Roy Bernard, of the Daily Journal, asked what the $120,000 loan to R.E. smith would be used for.  Mayor Latham responded that it is to install a fire sprinkler system throughout the old Cigna building.  This is being done as part of the renovation project on the building that will house the Provena St. Mary’s Fitness Center and Therapy Center.  Mr. Bernard asked if this work (fire sprinkler system) was allowed as part of the Village’s revolving loan fund.  Mayor Latham said that it is.

· Mr. Bernard also asked about the possibility of the Village purchasing a leaf vacuum truck.  Mayor Latham said that he always gets that question this time of year.  He said that the trucks would cost about $75,000 each and that the Village would need about two or three of them.  This would also require additional manpower to operate the machine.  The mayor said that this would be a very expensive endeavor and that a cost analysis would have to be done on this purchase issue but no plans are in the works to do so.

--Executive Session--At this time, a motion was made by Trustee Amiano, and seconded by Trustee Schore, to adjourn into executive session as requested by the village attorney earlier in the meeting.  Motion carried on a voice vote of 6-0.
