Consideration of Proposed Ordinance:
Ordinance 03-1398 (An Ordinance Levying Taxes for All Corporate Purposes for the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee Illinois, for the Fiscal Year Commencing on the First Day of May, 2003 and Ending on the 30th Day of April, 2004) 

Administrator Koehler outlined the purpose of this public hearing, allowing for public review and discussion of the Village’s proposed tax levy, pointing out that our increase is 4.55%.  Although the Truth and Taxation laws require a public hearing for an increase of 5.0% or greater, the Village believes, a public hearing allows for an open approach to government.

Consideration of Proposed Ordinance:
Ordinance 03-1394 (An Ordinance Authorizing the Execution of an Annexation Agreement by the Village of Bourbonnais, Illinois with Bell Financial Community Credit Union) 

Village Attorney O’Brien explained that this public hearing was being held for the annexation agreement between the Village of Bourbonnais and Bell Financial Credit Union.  Trustee Residori asked that proper drainage and curbing be carefully incorporated into the project so as not to create problems for adjacent properties.  Mayor Latham said all plans would b followed.  Ed Hayes, Planning Commission Chair, said that the developers of the credit union assured the Village of Bourbonnais that all codes would be met.

· Ben Carmain, of 1201 Todd Lane, whose property is just south of the Bell property is glad to hear that they will abide by all building codes.  He was concerned about water run off and suggested that the Village look at using an existing storm sewer on the corner of Armour and Tomagene to tap into.  Mayor Latham assured Mr. Carmain that no Village development would cause any harm to Bourbonnais Township residents.  

· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked if any TIF or Enterprise Zone incentives were being planned for the project.  Mayor Latham said no they are not.
