· Attorney O’Brien pointed out that there would be a Public Hearing held at 5:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September 2, 2003, regarding four parcels being considered for annexation.

· Liquor Licenses—Attorney O’Brien informed the Board that both the Convenient Food Marts on Briarcliff Lane and Route 45/Convent, may be changing owners and the new owners want to retain the liquor licenses.  He said that canceling the two existing licenses and re-issuing them to the new owners could do this.  This would be done once it is determined that they meet all of the Village of Bourbonnais criteria for a liquor license.

· Attorney O’Brien also noted that he would be requesting a brief Executive Session at the end of this Regular Board Meeting to discuss potential litigation, with no action to be taken.

· Highpoint Easement

A motion was made by Trustee Schore and seconded by Trustee Amiano, to accept the easement for the detention area located in Highpoint Subdivision Phase I.  Before the vote, Trustee Residori noted that this must be a dry bottom detention pond.  Trustee Schore said that this easement gives the Village of Bourbonnais the right of way to access the detention area for purposes of mowing.  The motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Steve Kerr, 310 Meadows Road South, came back to address the Board regarding the Yale Avenue ditch project and the new detention area that was installed to service Heritage Meadows.  He went on to say that, he discovered that there are no easements in place that are necessary to complete the Yale Avenue project.  He wanted to know when the meeting with the Yale Avenue project residents would take place.  Mayor Latham said that the Village has realized that there are no easements in place as Mr. Kerr stated.  Given this fact, the Village engineer will be contacting those impacted by this project and asking for their permission to proceed with the work on their property.  Mayor Latham assured Mr. Kerr that he would be contacted before this project gets started.
· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked what the funds from the redevelopment agreement (Ordinance 03-1371) with October Properties was being used for.  Mayor Latham said it was for exterior improvements to the building (i.e.:  concrete work, landscaping, and a new second floor deck).
· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked if Village Engineer Mike Gingerich was still a partner in the October Properties business.  Village Attorney O’Brien said to the best of his knowledge, no.  Mayor Latham suggested that Mr. Bernard call Mr. Gingerich to confirm this fact.
· Ed Munday, of WKAN Radio, asked if the spelling of the Friendship Festival appointee Ticia Harpin’s first name was missing an “r” and whether it should be Tricia.  Mayor Latham said to the best of the Board’s knowledge it is Ticia.
