VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:  none.
· Emery Overlay—James Brooks from Tyson Engineering reported to the Board that Public Works Department Director Mike Chamness, pointed out that a portion of Emery, on the west end, is coming apart and needs to be ground up and overlayed.  Mr. Brooks has spoken to KVCC about coming out and doing the work; however we would have to pay for mobilization and demobilization costs.  His understanding that they will be working on University Avenue tomorrow and was hoping to take the opportunity to see if they could come down to Emery and take care of the road problem there after they finish at University Ave.  With the available monies that we currently have left in the MFT, he said that we could actually do the entire stretch of Emery and still be under our MFT allowance.  At this point, Mayor asked if the board would entertain a motion to authorize the overlaying of Emery as long as it does not exceed the MFT balance.  Motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Byrne, to authorize overlaying of Emery, so long as it does not exceed our MFT balance.

· Stratford Drive Culvert—Mayor Latham asked Village Engineer Brooks to give the Board an update on the Stratford Drive Culvert problem that we have experienced this past week.  Mr. Brooks said there was approximately a 10 x 10 section of the roadway that collapsed in, and after further inspection, it was determined that the entire culvert running under Stratford Drive East needed to be replaced.   After the replacement with new materials, Mr. Brooks estimated the new culvert should last 50 to100 years.  Mayor Latham said that he was sorry he didn’t inform the Board sooner of this expenditure but it was something that had to be done, given that the road was impassable at the time, and the work will be completed very soon.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
· Tim McGinley, who owns a home at 430 Stone Cutter Drive, asked what he needed to do to get his occupancy permit.  Mayor Latham asked James Brooks of Tyson Engineering, to comment on the new process that is in place to make sure that lots are graded properly.  Mr. Brooks said they are trying to make sure that the subdivisions, and not just the individual lots, are in conformance with the subdivision’s drainage plans.  Trustee Schore said that drainage issues have been going on for years and the Village needs to prevent this from happening in the future.  

Mayor Latham asked Village Engineer Brooks if he would be satisfied with a letter from Mr. McGinley stating that he will complete the required improvements to the drainage and grading as required by the Village and that an occupancy permit will be issued so that his brother who is purchasing the house will be able to move his family in there as soon as possible.  Mr. Brooks said that as you know, the letter will not have any financial teeth to it and there would be no way to hold anybody accountable, and we would be just going off somebody’s word.  Given the fact that this new process was put in place just a day or two before Mr. McGinley was to get the occupancy permit, he was kind of caught in the middle and Mr. Brooks feels this would be an acceptable solution to the problem.  Mayor Latham indicated that he agrees and as long as the Board does not have any problems with how we will move ahead on this.  Mayor Latham made a comment that this would be the only exception we know of at this point.  Folks that are in the process of having their homes framed, etc., will not get a pass on this new policy regarding drainage of lots.  Mayor Latham will call Code in the morning and instruct them to issue an occupancy permit to Mr. McGinley.    

Trustee Schore went on to say there are some property owners that have not conformed in any way, shape or form, to the policy and surveys were approved that didn’t meet the specs and they may cause problems down the road.  The Village is going to have to look at legal action if necessary to get these problems corrected before we have major issues.  

· Darin Myers, 690 Old Oak, spokesman for the group; Pam and Bruce Dunlap, 649 Old Oak; Jeff Anderson, 670 Old Oak; Kerry Adams, 659 Old Oak; Nancy & Jim Smith, 679 Old Oak; Shawn Netherton, 639 Old Oak; all spoke about a home on their street that is being considered for Section 8 Rental Housing.  He asked what the Village can do to stop this from happening.  Attorney Dunn responded by saying that as long as they are maintaining the property based on the current zoning, there is not much the Village of Bourbonnais can do.  Based on the Equal Housing laws, the Village of Bourbonnais cannot discriminate based on race, income, etc.  Attorney Dunn said that if there are code issues—from an external perspective, the Village of Bourbonnais Code Enforcement department can flag them.  The group can look to their subdivision association to see if there are violations of the covenants.  Mr. Myers summarized the alternatives that Village Attorney Dunn laid out for them, and said they will look into what appropriate action the group could take towards this situation.
Executive Session—motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Schore, to move into Executive Session, as allowed for in the Village Attorney section of this meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
