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REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

    ~ MINUTES ~

August 1, 2005

CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Gary  
Preston, Village Building Commissioner, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Village Clerk Brian Simeur called 
roll with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul 
Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, and Trustee Jeannie Guebert.  Absent 
was Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also 
in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, and Village 
Attorney Patrick Dunn.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Greenlee, to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the July 18, 2005, Regular Board Meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

REPORTS FROM COMMISSIONS AND ADVISORY BOARDS:

The Plan Commission disallowed the side yard setback request, as it must remain at 25 feet as required 
by Village code, however, agreed to allow for a backyard setback from 25 feet to 13 feet to the  
drainage easement line.  There was no Board action required.

Request for a Revised Overall Concept Plan for Cobblestone Subdivision.

Ed Hayes, Chairman of Plan Commission, noted that the main purpose of this item is to allow for all  
outstanding items to be addressed by the developer.  As he understood it, there were some homes that 
were nearing completion, and they could not be finished and occupied until certain items were taken 
care of, and met the Village specifications.  Mr. Hayes noted that the developer revised its concept 
plan for Cobblestone to minimize the number of roads that passed along the pipeline that runs across 
the property as well as to take care of a couple of outstanding items that needed to be addressed.  
Those items consisted of park land donation, wet bottom ponds and the need for a west access road.  
Trustee Schore asked about the wet bottom ponds and how those were to be maintained.  
Administrator Koehler said it was his understanding that any of these wet bottom ponds in this 
development would be maintained by the homeowners association.  It was then noted by Chairman 
Hayes that this is merely a concept plan, and that none of the items presented in the concept plan are 
binding.  Changes can be made prior to approval of the final plat.  Mayor Latham said that is all fine 
and good, however, the developer needs to be aware that he is responsible for taking care of the open
issues of park land donation, wet bottom ponds, and the west access road prior to the Village 
approving any work to resume on that site.   Chairman Hayes said the Plan Commission is 
recommending the approval of the revised overall concept plan for Cobblestone Subdivision, with the 
aforementioned conditions being met.  

Motion made by Trustee Schore, seconded by Trustee Amiano, to concur with the Plan Commission on 
the condition that no construction takes place until the park land donation, wet bottom ponds and the 
west access road items are taken care of, and agreed to by the 
Village.  Prior to the vote, Ray Feeley, 
the attorney for the developer of Cobblestone, 
asked if he could ask a couple of questions of the 
Board.  Mayor Latham said, “Please do”.  Mr. Feeley proceeded to ask why the Board would be holding 
off development on the site and not issuing building permits.  He said that his client needs to be 
moving along with his project in order to stay on his timeline and cannot allow development to just sit 
idle for a number of weeks.  He also feels that they have worked in good faith to take care of most 
all the problems, and that those that are still open can be taken care of in a very short 
matter of time.  
Mayor Latham indicated to Attorney Feeley that the Village is concurring with the concept plan; 
however, we need to work with the developer to insure that all of the open items and conditions are 
met.  Trustee Schore told Mr. Feeley that the Board could meet with him this week and should be able 
to get these things wrapped up in five days.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

Request for Preliminary Plat & Final Plat for Unit 1, Unit 2, and Unit 3 in Cobblestone 
Subdivision.

Chairman Hayes said that James Brooks of Tyson Engineering, the reviewing engineer for the project, 
gave his approval and it is the Plan Commission’s recommendation to approve the request for 
Preliminary Plat and Final Plat for units 1, 2, 3 in Cobblestone Subdivision.  Prior to the vote, Mr. Hayes 
noted that Lot 29 in the development would become part of the park site donation, increasing the 
amount of land and allowing for frontage at the park along the road.  Mr. Hayes also went on to 
note that the Planning Commission had approved each of these units, 1-3 separately, so it’s the Boards 
favor as to how it wants to go about approving this case.  Village Administrator Koehler said there was 
one other issue, he was talking with Superintendent DeZwaan of the Elementary School District, 
regarding the dead end roads in the subdivision, and the issues that may occur with school busses that 
are traveling through that subdivision at this time and their inability to turn around because they are 
not allowed to back up school busses, due to obvious reasons.  The developer will need to ensure 
that the dead-end roads in the development allow for the school busses to turn around at the end of 
the streets until such time that roads go all the way through to main roadways.  Motion made by 
Trustee Schore, seconded by Trustee Amiano, that the Board concur with the Plan Commission with the 
condition that the items from the Concept Plan in case 05-Z-027 being met, and additionally that an 
increased letter of credit be received for unit for number 3.  It is the understanding units 1 & 2 have 
letters of credit on file, and all houses that are being built out there now that have building permits 
can continue to be developed and the Board will work with the developer this week to iron out those 
issues that need to be addressed.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

Request for a Vacation of the Drainage Easement behind Lots 459, 460, 461, 462, 463, 
464, 465, 466, 467, 468, 469, and 470 of Briarcliff Estates Fourteenth (14th) Addition, and Lots 14, 15, 
16 and 17 of Briarcliff Estates Fifteenth (15th) Addition.

Mr. Hayes distributed two letters to the Board, one from Kankakee Soil and Water Conservation 
District, and second from Robinson Engineering, in relationship to this case (copies of these are 
attached).  Mr. Hayes then went on to explain what he had found in the information he researched on 
drainage easements: to say that the current owner should not construct, build, erect, or permit others 
to build a structure, buildings, or fences, or make improvements on or within this easement.  That 
seems to be standard verbiage as far as drainage easements are concerned.  As part of testimony given 
at the Plan Commission meeting regarding this issue, James Brooks of Tyson did a fabulous job to 
explain various aspects of this particular easement.  Mr. Hayes then went on to compliment the current 
engineering firm and the previous engineering firm for the work they have done to identify and 
implement drainage easements where necessary in developments to allow for proper flow of flood 
water and excess run off throughout the Village in recent years.  In this case in particular, the 
Petitioners are concerned with the fact that there is a 35’ wide drainage easement running on their 
property, and what it is doing to their ability to erect fences along the back of their properties.  The 
question Mr. Hayes had was, why was the drainage easement set at 35 foot wide, and why was the underground drainage tile run in the center of the drainage easement, and not closer to the property lines.  The Planning Commission has a problem moving the drainage easement back any further, which would not absolve the problem of having the drainage tile that is buried underneath the easement still located in the residents’ back yard, in effect.  The cost of moving the underground drainage tile would prohibit it from happening.  Therefore, it would have to remain in its present state.  So the question is, where do we go from here?  According to Mr. Hayes, as mentioned before, the Village would not expend money to move the underground drainage tile, so what are the options?  In summary, Mr. Hayes said that given that the drainage easements were clearly marked on the property owner’s plats, and that fencing and the like cannot be put through the drainage easement as indicated before in this discussion, it was the Planning Commission’s recommendation to deny the request for the vacation of the drainage easement.  Motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Schore, to concur with the Plan Commission to deny said request.  

Trustee Amiano said at this point in time in hearing the discussions about the drainage easement, she doesn’t know if she could vote for or against, because she just doesn’t know that there is good enough information available and a consensus among all the parties as to what the outcome should be.  Trustee Schore commented that what we have seen from issues like this in the past in other developments within the Village of Bourbonnais, and residents putting fences, sheds and various things like that, on swales and areas meant to carry water, has created a number of problems for other residents that are adjacent or nearby these areas that are being constraint.  He said that the unfortunate part is that we have an issue here that we really don’t have a consensus among all parties as to what should be the outcome.  Mr. Hayes said, although the Planning Commission does not have all the answers, they merely rely on the facts, and in this case, the facts state it would be very costly for the Village to be obligated to move a drainage tile to allow for residents to put up fences or other structures in their backyard on the property line, and that is not something the Planning Commission is willing to commit to, nor are they willing to vacate the drainage easement.  
Mayor Latham said that due to the number of individuals that are in the public body for tonight’s meeting, with the Board’s pleasure, he would like to open the meeting for questions and comments from individuals that are affected by this issue being presently discussed. He advised the members of the audience they are being recorded, for the record, and that anything they say will become part of the public record.

Joanne Hart, of 2467 Sportsman Club Road, in Bourbonnais Township, discussed some of the history behind this particular easement going back to the previous property owner, Jim Hunt, who had the drainage pipe and swale installed in that area.  

David Austin, 155 Barrington Drive, wanted to clarify some things Mr. Hayes said about drainage easement and its basic definition and understanding of such.  Mr. Austin feels that it relates to the current developments of additions 14 & 15 in Briarcliff.  However, if you go back to prior language included with various information related to drainage easements in the village, drainage easements are not designed to carry 100-year rains, and the like.  He said that is the whole reason and basis for the petitioner’s request to have that vacated because it is not as critical as made to seem.  Mr. Austin also commented on the Robinson Engineering memo, and one thing that would need to be added to any study that is done, is to confirm whether or not the properties along Barrington Drive in the village that had easements in the yards; if that drainage easement actually does carry a 100 year rain or not; and whether or not the easement is in fact necessary.  Mayor Latham said that is in fact recorded with the County on the plat as a drainage easement and cannot be changed at this point in time.  Mr. Austin replied that like all things, the known definition of a drainage easement, in the past versus today has changed.  He feels like there needs to be some clarification on whether this is a necessary thing today.  Mayor Latham replied that it is just a village policy, whether the laws have evolved or not, that we will not allow structures of any kind to be built and obstruct the drainage easement.  Village Attorney Dunn concurred with the Mayor that the basic nature of the drainage easement is to allow for water to flow on top of the land in heavy rains, and by its definition, that is what is represented back there, and no structures can be built on it.  

Mark Sykes, 2437 Sportsman Club Road, in Bourbonnais Township, commented that these catch basins being referred to along this drainage line are nothing more than sewer lids.  They are not even grates, and given that so much dirt has been brought in over the years to that area, any of the prior calculations would probably not be correct at this point.  Everything needs to be recalculated to justify whether or not 
easements for drainage need to be in place there.  Administrator Koehler said yes, he would agree an engineer would now need to look at all calculations and determine what exists today based on the development of additions 14 & 15 down in Briarcliff.  Additionally, Mr. Hayes went on to say that in the Robinson Engineering letter, they have indicated presently there are some violations of easements where structures have been built over those easements.  The Board indicated those issues will have to be addressed, eventually.  

Kerry Patchett, 195 Barrington Drive, claimed through research he has also done, the terminology 
relating to drainage easements, ditches, and the like, has evolved and changed over the years.  Mayor 
Latham did agree, things have changed over the last 20 years, and he feels and 
hopes that others agree 
the Village has gotten a little smarter and wiser when it comes to these types of issues.  Mayor Latham 
then deferred to the Village Attorney on the issue of the property owners adjacent to this easement  
hiring an engineering firm, like Robinson Engineering, on their own with their own money, to evaluate 
the situation so that they could bring a report back to the Village Board for review, as well as the 
Planning Commission.  The question is whether or not this issue could be brought before the Plan 
Commission again.  Village Attorney Dunn felt that the original petitioners, who filed this request, 
being Sandra and Donald Goodin, could not file again.  However, any of the other landowners impacted 
by this easement in the Village of Bourbonnais, could in fact file a new request with the information  
they have obtained from Robinson Engineering.  Mr. Hayes made one additional comment: the 
properties on the west side of Barrington are close to 215 feet deep, whereas the properties on the 
east side, the opposite side of the street, are roughly 179 feet deep.  Mr. Hayes concluded that even 
with the 35 foot easements in the back yard, they had a substantial parcel of land.  The last point Mr. 
Hayes wanted to make is, that the petition was to vacate the drainage easement, which is something 
the Plan Commission is absolutely not willing to do, and cannot do at this time.  Following the 
comments, Mayor Latham asked for a vote to be made on this issue, and whether the Board wants to 
concur with the Plan Commission and deny the request.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

VILLAGE PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Robert Latham, Mayor

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Douglas Keast, of 649 Revere Court, approached the Board about an issue concerning a drop off in elevation behind his house.  He is a resident of Eagle Creek Subdivision, and his rear property line abuts with a home in Virginia Grove.  There is close to a 6 foot drop-off, which is supposed to be somewhat gently sloped.  It is actually tiered and has a pretty severe drop-off, and he wondered if there were any ordinances, codes, or anything of the sort that relates to this kind of situation due to the fact that it is a real safety hazard for the kids that play in the area there.  Mayor Latham said he has personally looked at the situation, and as far as he knows the homeowner adjacent to his property appears to be in compliance with Village codes, so there is not a whole lot the Village could do here.  This is more of a matter between two private home owners due to the fact that it is not public property or right-of-way.  The mayor did say he would be more than happy to come out with a couple of trustees and look at the situation, and maybe get the Village Engineer involved to assess whether or not that homeowner in Virginia Grove has in fact met all codes.  Mr. Keast thanked the Board for their time and would welcome anything they could do for him.
· Roy Bernard, of the Journal, asked again regarding the steeple ordinance that was passed tonight, who in fact requested that?  The Board responded that ONU was the one who had asked for it.  
· At this time Mr. Bernard commented that he wanted the Board to know this in fact was his last board meeting covering Bourbonnais.  He is being assigned to the Business Desk and also covering the western part of Kankakee County.  
· At the same time, Kenneth Griggs from the Herald also announced this was his last meeting.  He is going to be spending the next six months traveling in South East Asia.  At that point the Mayor and Board complimented them both on the objective work they have done, and it has been a pleasure working with them.
