Case# 06-Z-016
Request for a Change of Zoning to B-1 with a  PUD for the Property located on Lots 2, 4, 5 and 6 at Briarwood Professional Park, Bourbonnais, IL.


Petitioner:   Tyson Engineering, Inc.  %Laurie Cyr.

Mr. Hayes read the request for a Change of Zoning to B-1 with a PUD for lots 2, 4, 5 and 6 at Briarwood Professional Park.

James Brooks representing the petitioner, Tyson Engineering, Inc. said they expect  to have the final work on this request to be ready for the July meeting.
A motion was made by Ralph Huntley, seconded by Jerry Savoie, to postpone action on the request for a change of zoning to B-1 PUD for Lots 2, 4. 5 and 6 at Briarwood Professional Park until the July 27, 2006 meeting.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Case# 06-Z-027
Request for a Preliminary Plat and Improvements Approval for Rolling Green Subdivision, Bourbonnais, IL.


Petitioner:  M. Gingerich, Gereaux & Associates, % Joel Mingus.


Mr. Hayes read the request for the Preliminary Plat and Improvements for Rolling Green Subdivision.
Mike Gingerich of Gingerich, Gereaux and Associates addressed some concerns from  Tyson Engineering.  The first concerned minimum rear yard depth.  Mike  questioned whether easements were included in the rear yard requirements.  He noted that in the new Zoning Ordinance, to be put into effect August 1, 2006, it will depend on type of easement and location of lot (s) to named roadways.  Lot 4 and 5 would present a problem.  The plat has been changed to correct this by shifting the location of the cul-de-sac southerly.
The bigger problem concerned the storm water detention size.  Although it confirms to all Village requirements.  Tyson’s are concerned about an overflow to the property to the west.

In  the discussion that followed it was determined that the problem concerns a plated drainage ditch to the west that has had a tile put in the ditch with dirt covering all the rest of the easement.  Several options to rectifying this latter problem were suggested.  Jurisdiction of any of these solutions does not lie with the Planning Commission, but with the Village Board.

A motion was made by Jerry  Savoie, seconded by Mario Rafe, that the Planning Commission  recommend the Village Board approve the Preliminary Plat and Improvements for Rolling Green Subdivision subject to resolution of the downstream and drainage easement problem with the storm water detention capacity and flow rate release.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.  Recommendation to be made at the July 5, 2006 Village Board Meeting.
