Public Hearing—Request for Annexation for Property into the Village of Bourbonnais Located Along the Southside of Roadway 5000 N., Midway between Career Center Road and US Rt. 45/52.

A motion was made by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Schore, to continue the Public Hearing until April 5, 2004 at 5:30 p.m.  Motion carried on a voice vote of 6-0.

Public Hearing to consider a request to amend the annexation agreement for Highpoint Subdivision located at Burns Road and US Rt. 45/52.

Administrator Koehler referred the Board to Ordinance 4-1413, which is # 13 on tonight’s Regular Board Meeting agenda.  He said IDOT requires a 50 foot right of way along Burns Road and we currently have an agreement with Security Lumber for 40 feet.  Ordinance 04-1413 is being presented tonight to allow for an amendment to the existing annexation agreement with Security Lumber Company.  The ordinance will allow the Village of Bourbonnais to secure the additional 10 foot of right of way that is needed for Burns Road.  Administrator Koehler reviewed the conditions of the amendment, which are contained in Ordinance 04-1413 that will allow for the additional ten feet of right of way.
