Mayor Latham commented that the Friendship Festival is gearing up, and hopes that 
everyone will enjoy the festival.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Ron Hansen, 1297 Greenbriar Court, commented that the last time he was here he complimented the Board on doing a decent job for the Village taxpayers.  He thinks the Board is basically made of nice and honest people, but he does have the following comments to make about the current state of the Village of Bourbonnais.  He feels that the Board has forgotten its priorities and government’s responsibility is to preserve the freedom and capitalism of its citizens.  He went on to say the Board thinks they can create wealth with the use of public funds as an example, the TIF districts being developed around Rt. 50, and the industrial TIF along the I-57/6000 N. area.  He said that we should be spending money on infrastructure, police, public works, fire, and the like, and not focusing on the creation of tax increment financing.  Mayor Latham said the businesses on Rt. 50 and the TIF district planned for there is not in the Village of Bourbonnais, it is in the Village of Bradley.  Mr. Hansen said he realizes this and that it was just an example.  


Mr. Hansen said there is no reason to be obsessed with the 6000N interchange at I-57 
and the $15 million Village portion is a bad idea unless we have big money coming in, 
and not just retail.  


Mayor Latham commented that the industrial TIF is right in the middle of the 
proposed interchange area.  He said that Kankakee County is at about 7% 
unemployment which is possibly the highest in the state right now, and the Village of 
Bourbonnais is trying to attract businesses that provide good paying jobs for the 
people of Kankakee County.  All that can be said is that the Village of Bourbonnais is 
going out on a limb with the Industrial TIF in an effort to curb unemployment and to 
bring these jobs to the county.  Mr. Hansen replied that the TIF dollars will ultimately 
come from the taxpayers, including him and he thinks it is a bad idea.  He feels 
the land should be used for whatever purpose is being sought out 
today and not 
forecast the future.  If a developer wants to build homes there, than so be it, they 
should be able to build homes there and do it without any incentives from the Village 
of Bourbonnais.  He also went on to say that the high unemployment rate is a direct 
result of the fact that our schools are not doing a good job of educating our people.  
The schools answers to the problem seem to be spending more money and build more 
buildings.  He said that buildings don’t teach the students, and the problem is the 
students are not learning the subject matters that are necessary for them to succeed.

Mr. Hansen’s next topic was police and the job they are doing policing village 
ordinances.  He directed his comments to both Chief Beard and Administrator 
Koehler.  At this time Mayor Latham asked Mr. Hansen to address the chair, or that he 
would be asked to leave the meeting.  Mr. Hansen said he would try to do that.  He 
went on to say that the police are not enforcing nuisance laws and this creating “a 
slob effect” within the Village of Bourbonnais.  Trustee Residori replied that we have 
good employees and he takes offense to the opinion that we don’t have hard 
working Village of Bourbonnais employees.  Although, Trustee Residori said yes, we 
probably could use another police officer here and there, but we also have to 
balance that with the funding available to do so.  


Mayor Latham then said he appreciated Mr. Hansen’s input, and that if he wants to 
meet with any of the Board members, he can do so by setting up an appointment 
with the Village secretary.

· Victoria Piotrowiak, 660 Kathy Drive, approached the Board with the question about the water problems that she is having with her home which is part of the Kennedy Home development off Career Center Road.  Mayor Latham said he was not aware of her situation, in particular, but there are items being addressed by the Village Code Department, Village Engineer and the Kennedy Home developer.  Mayor Latham at this time asked James Brooks from Tyson Eng., to look at the situation and get back to the Village Board with his findings.

· Gerald Schrock-767 Old Oak—asked the Board if any progress has been made on the water problems that exist in his area.  ML said that Tyson is in the process of putting together a report on the situation near his property and will soon be presented to the Board.  That information will then certainly be passed on to Mr. Schrock when it comes available.  Mr. Schrock then thanked the Board for their time and asked that he be contacted if there is any information he could provide on the situation.
· Christina Stark, 650 Winston, asked if the Village was aware of any rental properties in the Kennedy home Development.  Both Mayor Latham and Administrator Koehler said they did not know about any rentals, and Mayor Latham went on to say that actually the Village has no control over such a thing.  Although, there is an apartment moratorium in place in the Village, we currently do not restrict the rental of homes to families within the Village of Bourbonnais.
