Property Owned by the Village of Bourbonnais and Previously Declared Surplus and Offered for Public Bid) Briarcliff 15th

Ordinance 03-1383 (An Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance of General Obligation Bonds [Motor Fuel Taxes Alternate Revenue Source], Series 2003, of the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee County, Illinois, Providing the Details of Such Bonds and for an Alternate Revenue Source and the Levy of Direct Annual Taxes Sufficient to Pay the Principal of and Interest on Such Bonds, and Related Matters) First Reading 

Bill Morris, of Kirkpatrick Pettis, who is handling the sale of the bonds made the following comments:

· No tax levy will be required as the Village is using what is referred to as the “alternate bond technique” (ABT).  He explained that by using this technique, which uses the property tax levy to guarantee the Village’s own bonds, the Village of Bourbonnais stands to save approximately $200,000 in interest.  This savings is possible because the ABT results in a lower interest rate on the bonds.

· If the Board passes this ordinance on October 6, 2003, the bonds will be issued the following week.  Since it will take 2 to 3 weeks to get everything finalized, it is not necessary to suspend the rules on the ordinance tonight.
