PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Nancy Sharp, of 210 Kristina Drive in Bourbonnais, asked the Board to consider imposing impact fees on new development in the Village of Bourbonnais.  In her opinion, impact fees will not stifle growth any more than rising property taxes.  Mayor Latham responded by saying that he would certainly entertain the idea of impact fees on new development, but only after there is an agreement by all other county municipalities to implement them.  Otherwise, this would put the Village of Bourbonnais at a disadvantage if it were the only community imposing this fee.  Trustee Residori agreed with the Mayor’s notion that these have to be County wide before the Village of Bourbonnais starts to use them.
