VILLAGE ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Patrick Dunn, Attorney

Trustee Dunn noted that someone, other than a representative from the Village of Bourbonnais, published a notice in the paper stating that tonight’s meeting would be the forum for comments regarding the permit for the asphalt plant that is planned for the northeast edge of Bourbonnais.  He said that the item is on the agenda for this Thursday night’s Zoning Board of Appeals meeting, and it is the ZBA’s decision whether the plant meets all of the Village requirements.  The Village Board does not vote on this item, as it would not come before the Village Board as a matter of procedure.  Attorney Dunn then handed out copies of the Village’s code on this issue (copy attached).  Mayor Latham affirmed Attorney Dunn’s statement.  However, he made it clear that we always welcome questions and comments.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Mayor Latham informed the public body to state their name and address for the record before proceeding.  He said that we are probably going to hear many comments on the asphalt plant, and he expects the public to remain orderly.  Mayor Latham also noted that Gallagher Asphalt has a couple of things to do before being allowed to start construction:  1)  receive an EPA Certificate, and 2) receive Zoning Board of Appeals approval.  He also said that the Village of Bourbonnais has selected an independent environmental engineering firm, which is to be paid for by Gallagher Asphalt, to ensure all codes are met in order to stay in operation.
· Dave Jackson, of 1560 Merlin, asked what the Board’s opinion is regarding the asphalt plant.  Mayor Latham said the Board has no comment on the subject matter, so as not to influence the Zoning Board of Appeals decision.  The only thing the Mayor did say, is that asphalt plants do fall into our M-2 Zoning.

· Lee Winterringer, of 1417 Argyle Lane, asked what action would be taken if the plant were found to be in violation of the IEPA standards.  Mayor Latham said he assumed IEPA would shut down the asphalt plant until all necessary corrections are made.

· Jeff P. Smith, Sr., of 330 Kristina Drive, asked what road or roads would be used for the truck traffic.  He was wondering if the McKnight road crossing would be used.  Mayor Latham said McKnight is scheduled to be closed.  Administrator Koehler said that St. George Road and the Belson Drive extension would be used.

· Mike Bonnell, of 347 Yale Court, is concerned with the smell of the plant, stating it would not be acceptable.  He said he thinks this would be dangerous to the residents’ health.  He also said it should be stopped while we have a chance.  He will not be able to enjoy his time on his porch, and would probably have to put his house up for sale.

· Mary Shapland, of 5 Dennison, said that she was not aware that the ZBA heard these types of cases.  Mayor Latham responded by saying as it stands today, the only issue is the height of the structure as all other zoning requirements have been met.

· Jim White, of 20 Bonds Drive, asked how this could have progressed so fast.  He wonders why all other surrounding communities who were approached about an asphalt plant rejected it, but the Village of Bourbonnais was willing to allow it.  Attorney Dunn responded by saying that under the other communities’ codes, a special use permit is required, which is not the case in Bourbonnais.  Mr. White asked if we could change our code.  Attorney Dunn said that not one permit has been applied for.  However, we can look at this code and make a change for any future developments.
· Mike Smith, a local union official, said that although final word on the height appeal has not been heard, work on the project is going on.  Mayor Latham said that he knows of no such work and the ZBA decision is final.  Trustee Schore said he does not know of any construction of the Structure going on.  Administrator Koehler said they may be moving dirt around, but all work is at their own risk, financially speaking.

· Bonnie Evans, of 1648 Amhurst Way, asked if there is any consideration given to the homes being built nearby.  Mayor Latham said the EPA would make sure the plant operates within their regulations.

· Trustee Greenlee noted there is another asphalt plant about a mile away and no one seems to have any problems with it.

· Dan Klott, of 181 W. Marsile, had a copy of an EPA study that indicates asphalt plants are no longer on the list of industries, which are considered a major cause of hazardous air pollutants (copy attached).
· Dave Jackson asked if the Board was concerned that the housing values might drop as a result of this asphalt plant.  Mayor Latham again said that it fits into our M-2 zoning.
· Mike Smith stated the best place to build this plant would be at a stone quarry.  He said the trucks carrying rock is going to increase the traffic flow in that area.
· Mayor Latham said he finds it to be interesting that no one in Bourbonnais said a word about the garbage that would be trucked down I-57 through the Bourbonnais area to a new dump south of Kankakee.

· Bonnie Evans told the Mayor she recently bought a ticket to fight the dump, so there is a fight going on against the dump.
· Terry Noe, of 272 Anita, asked what the process is at the ZBA meeting and when the public would get a chance to speak.  Attorney Dunn said there is a public comment section during the meeting for people to speak and everyone’s comments are welcome.

· Jeff Smith wanted to let the public body know the ZBA does listen to what the public has to say.  He pointed out the Casey gas station that was looking to be built on Route 45, and how the neighborhood’s voice was heard, as the station was not built due to zoning issues.
· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked for a copy of the Public Works union contract.  Administrator Koehler would provide her with a copy.

· Roy Bernard, of the Journal, asked if a representative from Gallagher asphalt is required to attend the ZBA meeting.  Attorney Dunn said no.

Mr. Bernard also asked who the environmental engineering firm that is being used to conduct the study was going to be.  Mayor Latham said that it is Simms Engineering out of Kankakee.  Mr. Bernard asked if this is owned by Richard Simms.  Mayor Latham said yes, it is.  He also asked if there is a deadline for their report.  Mayor Latham said no, there is not.
· Toby Olszewski asked if this is going to be an ongoing study as long as they are in operation.  Mayor Latham said that while they are constructing the asphalt plant and for about the first three or four months of operation.

Mayor Latham also noted that Simms Engineering would be performing the study at the Village’s request, while at the same time the EPA will be conducting its own study.
· Roy Bernard asked if this is the same Richard Simms that was with KRMA.  Mayor Latham said that he was the engineer for the City of Kankakee, but has severed those ties.
· Roy Bernard also asked for more detail on the union contract that was approved tonight, such as the percentage increase, term, etc.  Administrator Koehler said that it is a four-year contract with an increase per year of three and a half percent, three and a half percent, three percent, and three percent.  It covers approximately 15 employees.  Administrator Koehler said there are also changes to the insurance deductible and co-pays.
