Call to Order.

The meeting of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held  July 26, 2007 was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Chairman Ed Hayes.  Members present were Ed Hayes, Paul Cavitt, Terry Gund,  Joan Pierce, Mario Rafe and Jerry Savoie.  Ralph Huntley was  absent.

A motion was made by Joan Pierce, seconded by Paul Cavit, to approve the minutes of the  June 28, 2007 meeting as presented. Voice vote indicated all members present (6) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Request for a Public Hearing to Consider a Concept Plan for Bourbonnais Towne Center, Main NW, Bourbonnais, IL  60914


Petitioner:  Bourbonnais Redevelopment, LLC, (Edgemark), 410 17th Street- Suite 1705, Denver, CO  80202.

Mr. Hayes read the request for a presentation (not a Public Hearing) to consider a Concept Plan for Bourbonnais
Towne Center, Professional Center.  He noted that the Village Zoning Map shows the area under consideration (on the northwest side of Brown Blvd.) is zoned R-1, but it is surrounded by business zoning.
Mark Tonquay represented the developer, Bourbonnais Redevelopment, LLC (Edgemark).  He reviewed what has been happening in the first phase of the Bourbonnais Towne Center- the demolition of the old K-Mart  and Jewel-Osco Stores.  the relocation of Jewel-Osco to the former K-Mart site, the erection of a building on the northwest portion of the former site of Jewel-Osco.  This building will be occupied by an Office Depot Store.
The site under consideration would need to be rezoned B-1 with a Special Use for a PUD.  From their research they propose ten office buildings to house office, medical facilities and small shops.  These would be condominiums.  This concept was explained by Jeff Smith, a designer and Mark Carlson of Carlson Bros.  The buildings would have an area of 8400 square feet.  There would be an association of the owners who would be responsible for the upkeep of public space, including the roadway.

A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Mario Rafe, that the  Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the Concept Plan for Bourbonnais Professional Center, a part of the Bourbonnais Towne Center, as presented for the petitioner, Bourbonnais Redevelopment, LLC (Edgemark).  Voice vote indicated all members present voted, “Aye.”

Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the August 6, 2007 Village Board meeting.

Request for a Final Plat Approval for Bourbonnais  Crossing, Unit 1 for Property Generally Located at the Northwest Corner of Route 45/52 ad 5000 North Road, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.


Petitioner:  Cornerstone Engineering, Inc. 611 Larry Power Road, Bourbonnais,   IL.  60914.


Mr. Hayes read the request for Final Plat approval for Bourbonnais Crossing, Unit 1 for property generally located at the northwest corner of Route 45/52 ad 5000 North Road.  He then asked the petitioner, Kurt Andreina, if all 21 concerns listed at last month’s meeting by the reviewing engineer, Robinson Engineering have been addressed. 

Mr. Andreina said there are still some that need to be addressed.  A representative of Robinson Engineering, Maura Rigoni, stated there were several outstanding and minor items to be cleared but they felt this could all be done before presentation at the next Village Board meeting.
Mr. Andreina explained why the 5000 North Road is presenting a problem.  They are able and willing to develop their half side of the road.  The south half of the road would also need to be developed and they have no control over that property onwner(s).  He also stated that storm water drainage from that road could be diverted to the designated area on the south side of the development.

He also noted that the designated water detention areas would be maintained by the property owners on whose lot the area would be located.

Mr. Hayes said he wants a list of items still not addressed at this time.  He wants the list several days before the Village Board meeting to make certain all have been addressed.  Maura Rigoni said they have no objection to this request.

A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Paul Cavitt, that the  Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the request for Final Plat approval for Bourbonnais Crossing, Unit 1, providing Mr. Hayes has written documentation that all concerns of Robinson Engineering have been addressed and that there are no outstanding concerns left.  The development is generally located at the northwest corner of Route 45/52 and 5000 North Road.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (6) voted, “Aye.” Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the August 6, 2007 Village Board meeting.

Mr. Andreina said the way development is progressing, it is possible that the designated residential zoning along the west side of Bourbonnais Crossing might need to be rezoned to business.
