REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~ MINUTES ~

October 17, 2005
CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Toby Olszewski, of the Herald/Country Market, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Village Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Greenlee, to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the October 3, 2005 Regular Board Meeting, and the October 8, 2005 Committee of the Whole meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.

BIDS AND QUOTES

· Public Works—Pneumatic Tire Lift Truck


Village Administrator Koehler reported that two bids were received on Friday, 
October 
14, 2005 as follows:

Alexander Construction, for $20,600.00
South Holland Caterpillar, for $19,290.00


It was Administrator Koehler’s recommendation to consider the bid of $20,600 from 
Alexander Construction because of the lead time on equipment from them was six to 
eight weeks, while South Holland’s lead time was to be 11 to 12 weeks.  This is a 
consideration 
given the fact that the current lift truck no longer meets OSHA standards, 
and a replacement vehicle is needed as soon as possible.  Additionally, the Public Works 
Department felt the cost differential was worth accepting the bid from Alexander, given 
the fact that they are a local company who could provide services needed on the 
equipment in a much more convenient manner.  Motion made by Trustee Residori, 
seconded by Trustee Byrne, to accept the bid from Alexander Construction in the 
amount of $20,600.00.  It was noted by Administrator Koehler that 95% of this cost was in 
the budget, and he will be working with Director of Public Works, John Latham, to find 
the other 5% of the funding in his current line items.

POLICE COMMITTEE

Trustee Greenlee noted that the Village is currently looking into procuring a backup 
generator for the Municipal Center.  Recently, there was a power failure in the area, and 
the Municipal Center power was out and the backup generator that is currently in place 
failed, 
which caused an approximate two-hour power outage.  There were no phones, no 
computers, etc.  This purchase of the generator will be considered at a committee 
meeting, to be set up within the next two weeks.

Mayor Latham commented that the backup generator was 20+ years old, and definitely 
needs to be replaced.  The Police and Buildings & Grounds Committees will get together 
to determine the best plan for purchasing a new generator.


Trustee Greenlee also noted that as discussed at the last Board meeting regarding the 
pedestrian crosswalk between Olivet Nazarene University and Route 102/45, there still 
seems to be a problem with the traffic coming from Route 102 turning right, heading 
south onto Route 45 where the walk light is still not working properly.  Chief Beard said 
IDOT has been informed and they will be working again on the signal and the crossing to 
ensure the problem is resolved.


Chief Beard also reported that the equipment for videotaping of interrogations which is 
now required by law has been received.  Installation is planned for this week.  He was 
asked by Mayor Latham when the equipment should be in place to comply with the new 
laws.  Chief Beard said that date has come and gone and if in fact an interrogation of a 
major crime or felony was to be required by the Village, they would have to go to a 
neighboring police facility to do the interrogation so that it could be properly videotaped 
with their equipment at that location.

Trustee Amiano elaborated on the ordinance, and what was being offered to Mr. 
Corbus, due to a change in ownership of Heavenly Ham, there will be a name change, 
requiring new equipment, signage, etc., at the restaurant located in Walgreen’s Plaza.  
The Village is going to give $10,0000 out of TIF Fund, which will help to cover part of the 
$30,000 in costs that Mr. Corbus will incur with the changeover to Honey Baked Ham 
Company.

All that will need to be done for the road is to be properly repaved.

Resolution 05-818 (A Resolution Establishing an Early Warning System (EWS) and 
Requiring Developer Participation in the Financing and Placement of New EWS Sirens 
within the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee County, Illinois)


Motion made by Trustee Schore, second by Trustee Residori to read said resolution by 
title only.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.  Motion made by Trustee Schore, second 
by Trustee Residori to adopt said resolution.  Prior to the vote, Village Administrator 
Koehler commented on what this system was trying to accomplish in that the Village had 
looked with the help of Chief Beard, at strategically locating EWS devices throughout 
what they feel to be 
the Village Boundaries (to come, anyway) and they feel that based 
on a 5800 foot radius they will have 98% coverage within the EWS area, which (south to 
north) is from the river to 7000N Rd.; and (east to west) from Route 50 to Warner Bridge 
Road.  Each device costs approximately $20,000 and is remotely activated by the Police 
Department.  The future plan will be to incorporate this into cost of future developments 
within the Village of Bourbonnais.  Trustee Residori asked of the location of the 
remaining 2% not covered.  Village Administrator 
Koehler said those are just pockets 
within the area in question, and with prevailing winds and estimates of 5800 foot radius, 
he is very confident there will be 100% coverage.  Motion 
passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
