1.
Call to order—Mayor Latham called the public hearing to order at 5:30 p.m.
2. 
Roll call—Roll was not taken, however, present was:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, and Trustee Jeannie Guebert.  Absent were Trustee Vera Amiano, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also present:  Administrator Frank Koehler, Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Attorney Pat Dunn.
3.
Public Hearing— Annexation, Annexation Agreement and Zoning for General Development Corporation of Kankakee—Self Storage Building (Larry Power Road)—pre-annexation agreement

Administrator Koehler gave a background on this request, citing the annexation would allow for the developer/owner to tap into the village sewer lines.  


Mayor Latham said this is the new development on Larry Power Road, the storage buildings that are located on the east side of I-57 between that and Route 50.  Mayor Latham then asked if there were any Board comments.  There were none.  He then asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.

4.
Public Hearing—Annexation, Annexation Agreement and Zoning for William Francoeur (property along south side of Route 102 at Davis Creek) pre-annexation agreement

Village Administrator Koehler reported that this request is for the annexation of 4.5 acres on the south side of Route 102, commonly known as the Antique Barn and the former Cooper Pony Farm.  They will be requesting a B-2 Special Use Zoning.  At this time Mayor Latham asked if there were any comments from the Board, which there were none.  He then asked if there were any public comments.  Plan Commission Chair Ed Hayes noted he shows this property being zoned as B-1 with a Special Use.  Village Administrator Koehler said he would look into this matter and will get it corrected for the regular Board Meeting, at which time this item would be presented.  There were no other public comments.
5.
Public Hearing—Amending Annexation Agreement—Rezoning of Property at southeast corner of Route 45/52 and 7000N Road (Franco)


Village Administrator Koehler reported that the request was to amend the existing annexation agreement to allow for M-1 Rezoning.  Mayor Latham then asked if there were any questions from the Board, which there were none; and if there were any public comments, of which there were none.

6.
Public Hearing—Amending Annexation Agreement—Rezoning of Property (Capstone Trust)


Village Administrator Koehler said this is also a request to amend the existing annexation agreement and rezone the property to M-1.  Mayor Latham asked if there were any Board comments, of which there were none.  He then asked if there were any public comments, of which there were none.

7.
Public Hearing—Nut Street Vacation


Village Administrator Koehler gave an overview of what this vacation was regarding.  He said the residents along the border of Nut Street who reside in Waterford Estates on the southwest side of Bourbonnais, have asked that that road be turned over to them.  Village Administrator Koehler noted that it is nothing more than a paper street and is not big enough access or easement area for the Village ever to turn that into a real road, so to speak, the width is short of what it needs to be.  Therefore, the 25-foot strip would be handed over to the residents whose property borders the Nut Street section of Waterford Estates.  Trustee Schore commented the only reason we were hanging on to this parcel of property had to do with the outside chance that we may have to run the Davis Creek Interceptor Sewer line through that area, but as it turns out, that was not necessary.  Mayor Latham then asked if there were any comments from the Board, which there were none; he then asked if there were any public comments, of which there were none.


Mayor Latham recapped by saying that all of these items were recommended by the planning commission after a thorough review by them.  Village Administrator Koehler then noted that under the Francoeur property (#4 on this agenda) the planning commission notes were in fact correct and that the property is looking to be zoned B-1 with Special Use.

Trustee Schore then asked if the Francoeur property was going to be a B-1 Special Use with PUD.  Village Administrator Koehler said that technically a special use contains PUD’s but that would have to be presented at a later time to be approved.
