· Kankakee River Valley Metro Transportation Committee Appointment—Mayor Latham was seeking Board’s concurrence on the reappointment of Mark Regel as the Village of Bourbonnais’ representative on that Board.  Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Residori to concur with the Mayor.  Passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

· Bourbonnais Historical Commission—Mayor was also seeking the seeking the Board’s concurrence on the appointment of the following four individuals to the committee:  Nicholas P. Allen, Daron Kinzinger, Mary Ann Kirsch, and Dolores LeBeau.  They are each appointed to a three- year term.  One thing noted by the Mayor, however, is that in order for the commission to be whole and complete and active, there needs to be a fifth person as part of the commission, and that person must be an architect, so until one is found to fill that fifth spot, the commission will not be able to convene.  


Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Byrne to concur with the 
Mayor’s Appointments.  Motion passed 5-0 voice vote.

· Friendship Festival—Mayor Latham wanted to extend his heartfelt gratitude to all the individuals that made this year’s Friendship Festival a success given the weather and temperatures that were in the area during that weekend, which probably was the cause for a lower than normal turn-out.  In spite of that, the event was a big success in the eyes of the Mayor and Board.

NEW BUSINESS:  Trustee Residori asked if the Board could start to look at possibly 
annexing the businesses and property located between I-57 and the railroad tracks on 
Larry Power Road.  He thought that as we are expanding to the north and east, now is 
a good time to explore that possibility.   More to follow.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Note:  State Representative Lisa Dugan will hold a town hall meeting on Tuesday July 12, 2005 from 6-7 p.m. at the Perry Farm.  This town hall meeting will be followed by a free concert that is being put on by the Bourbonnais Township Park District, and that evening’s entertainment will be by the Silhouettes.
· Roy Bernard, of the Daily Journal, asked about the Boundary Agreement with Kankakee, which was part of #11, Resolution 05-808 in tonight’s meeting.  Mr. Bernard asked if the Board could explain exactly where the boundary line would start and end, relative to the south point of the river versus the north point of the river.  The Mayor and Mr. Koehler both explained that it would essentially start at the Perry 
Farm.  The line runs down the center of the river, and this agreement would be in place as far along as property is annexed into both communities.  Kankakee would still have to abide by the boundary line (and one-mile industrial corridor once approved by them), even if Bourbonnais hasn’t grown to become parallel with them in terms of their development to what would be the Northwest or West.
· Gary Arnold, EMC manager, echoed the comments of the Board regarding the Friendship Festival and wanted everyone to know he felt the event is a very good one, and that he is proud to be a sponsor of the parade.

Adjournment to Executive Session—at this time the Board adjourned into executive session as provided for in the Village Attorney section of this Board meeting.
