Request for Approval for Arbor Grove Final Planned Unit Development Bourbonnais, IL.

Petitioner:  Tyson Engineering, Inc. % Laurie Cyr.

Mr. Savoie read the request for Arbor Grove Final Planned Unit Development.

James Brooks of Tyson Engineering presented the Final Plat.  He noted that several minor concerns addressed concerning the Concept Plan presentation have been addressed.  There were no comments from Commissioners or from the audience.

Request for a Concept Plan Approval for MJP Planned Unit Development-Revised Career Center Road, Bourbonnais, IL.


Petitioner:  Tyson Engineering, Inc. % Laurie Cyr.


Mr. Savoie read the request for a Concept Plan Approval for MJP Planned Unit Development-Revised.


James Brooks of Tyson Engineering, Inc. presented the revised Concept Plan for the development.  It has addressed all concerns that were made originally-hammerhead turn arounds at ends of private roads and a public road extending from Career Center Road into Oak Trace Subdivision.  The developer found out the property only contains 20 acres, not 24 acres.  This necessitated moving the detention pond to the north.


One commissioner asked if the presented plan was the revised one.  Mr. Brooks said it is because it is dated 05/03/06.  There were on further comments from commissioners or the audience.

A motion was made by Joan Pierce, seconded by Ralph Huntley that the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the Concept Plan for MJP Planned Unit Development dated 05/03/06 as presented by James Brooks of Tyson Engineering, Inc.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (6) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the June 5, 2006 Village Board meeting.

Case#06-Z-027
Request for a Preliminary Plat and Improvements Approval for Rolling Green Subdivision, Bourbonnais, IL.


Petitioner:  M. Gingerich, Gereaux & Associates, % Joel Mingus.


Mr. Savoie read the request for the Preliminary Plat and improvements for Rolling Green Subdivision.  Joel Mingus presented the Preliminary Plat.

Joan Pierce questioned the name of Countryside Drive, because there is a subdivision called Countryside Estates.  Mr. Koehler noted that the subdivision name has been changed


Mr. Mingus noted the cul-de-sacs meet Village code.  There are no variances requested.  When asked if there would be a homeowners’ association, he replied that he was not aware of any.


Regarding homeowners’ associations, Mr. Savoie expressed his concern about the numbers of them and the fact that home owners do not realize their responsibilities.  He would like to see these rules included in the sale of the property.  Mr. Dunn said he will pursue this with developer and/or their attorney(s).

A concern about the name “Outlot 1” was raised.  If this portion is to be a storm water detention site, it should be named such.


Mr. Koehler noted that the Co Ed easement will be dedicated to the Village. The 30 foot rear yard landscape easement (along  5000N Road) means that no buildings or fences can be placed in it.


Mr. Savoie asked if sump pumps would be connected to the storm sewer.  Mr. Koehler said the new ordinance clearly addresses this, the former one  did not.

Mr. Brooks said they had concerns that need to be addressed before Tyson Engineering, Inc. would recommend approval.


A motion was made by Joan Pierce, seconded by Ralph Huntley, that action on the request for Preliminary Plat and Improvements approval for Rolling Green Subdivision be tabled until the June 29, 2006 meeting.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (6) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Case#06-Z-028
Request  for a Public Hearing to Consider a Request for Annexation, an Annexation Agreement, and Zoning of the Subject Property to M-2 for Property Generally Located on the South Side of Roadway 6000 North , Midway Between I-57 and Roadway 1000 East.


Petitioner:  Homestar Bank Trust No. 0777,      Parcel # 09-05-200-010.

Mr. Savoie opened the Public  Hearing for the  request for Annexation, an Annexation Agreement, and Zoning to M-2 for property generally located on the south side of Roadway 6000 North , midway between I-57 and Roadway 1000 East as requested by petitioner:  Homestar Bank Trust No. 0777,  Parcel # 09-05-200-010.


Mr. Koehler, Village Administrator, representing the petitioner stated this property would qualify to become part of a proposed TIF Manufacturing District.  This would agree with the Village’s Comprehensive Plan.  He located the property site on the displayed map.
Mr. Preston verified that the Public Hearing Notice was published in the Herald.  This is the only requirement needed.

Audience Participation.


Steve Faford, 4924 North 1220 East Road is the owner of Lot 6 in the Village of Tucker.  He asked what would be the advantage to annexation, since he is already taxed by the Village.


Mr. Koehler said annexation would result in Village police protection.  The M-2 zoning would make the property more saleable.  He noted the exact location of sewer lines has not been determined at this time.  He also noted the availability of the TIF District is due to the fact that this county has the highest unemployment in the state and a manufacturing zone would provide for employment possibilities.

Mr. Neiman, 2445 E. Richton Road, stated that he owns property on the east side of Roadway 1000 East.  This would not be in the Village.  He is concerned that residential housing might occur in the parcel annexed.  Mr. Koehler responded that no housing is permitted to be developed in a manufacturing district.  There were no further comments from either commissioners or the audience.

A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Joan Pierce, that the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the request to annex property described in Case#06-Z-028 with a M-2 Zoning.
