Resolution 06-875 (Supplemental Resolution Authorizing the Expenditure of MFT 
Funds) 


Mayor Latham and Village Engineer James Brooks explained that what this resolution 
will allow for is for the Village to increase their spending on the patchwork that was 
originally bid back at the July 17, 2006 regular board meeting, and it came in at 
$75,000 which was approximately $22,000 higher than what the Village had budgeted.  
This would allow for an increase to that budget amount to approximately $83,000, and 
would keep the Village in line with IDOT requirements for road projects.  Motion 
made by Trustee Greenlee, seconded by Trustee Amiano, to read said resolution by 
title only.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 4-0.

Toby Olszewski, of the Herald, asked what the deadline was for getting the appropriations ordinance to the State.  Village Administrator Koehler said that it has to be recorded with the County Clerk by the end of your first quarter of your fiscal year, which in our case would be July 31, 2006.  


Ms. Olszewski then asked if the summer road project would be done by the start of the school year.  James Brooks from Tyson Engineering said that would be our goal, but is very unlikely at this point.  Trustee Residori went on to say that given the fact that we no longer do slurry seal, which is a very messy process, he doesn’t see where there would be too many major inconveniences with the type of roadwork we are going to be doing.
