PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Roy Bernard, of the Daily Journal, asked who made the announcement regarding landfills not accepting recycling.  Administrator Koehler said the Village of Bourbonnais was copied on a memo from the County of Kankakee to ABC Disposal (the Village’s waste hauler) stating the location and grant monies for recycling waste will no longer be available.  Mr. Bernard asked if we have been told of another location to use for recycling.  Administrator Koehler said no, not at this time.

Trustee Residori said this news is sad, since the owner of ABC Disposal estimates over 50% of all homes in the Village of Bourbonnais recycles at some level.

Mayor Latham said that since the Village of Bourbonnais has recycling in the current contract with ABC, it would be ABC’s responsibility to find a new recycling location.  Administrator Koehler said the Village would have to sit down with ABC Disposal’s owner and look at the options.
Mr. Bernard asked if the Village has expressed its concerns to the County of Kankakee.  Mayor Latham said this has just started to heat up in the last couple of weeks, and he is certain the Village will voice its concern.
