· ARMOUR ROAD

Trustee Residori asked if there was any way to look into who would be responsible for getting the bumps ground down that are on Armour Road between Rt. 50 and Rt. 45.  He has been asked about these a couple of times and wants to know if that could be looked into.  James Brooks from Tyson did note that that is a State road and not necessarily the Village’s responsibility to take care of.  He will get in touch with the State and see what they could do about getting a crew out there to take care of that problem along Armour Road.


Trustee Schore added that from what he could see the State has not included the 
upgrade to Armour Road in their plans through at least 2010, and they refuse to take 
responsibility for maintaining that road.  He said they repair every other road that is 
their responsibility within the county, but Armour has sat and been neglected year 
after year after year.  He said what it’s going to take, unfortunately, is for there to 
be a severe accident in front of, of all places, the Fire Department, where numerous 
accidents happen with people turning in and out of Tomagene Drive, to get back to 
Olivet.  Unfortunately it would take an accident with a severe injury or fatality to get 
IDOT’s attention, so they could understand that turn lanes are needed on that road, 
because travel on that road over the last few years has picked up dramatically.

properly graded; is eroding and he is finding a 
discharge of gravel within 
that ditch area.  He says he has spoken with Village 
Administrator Koehler, and he presented pictures to him back in the first part of May, 
and was referred to Don Mayes, who was the engineer over the project at the time, 
and he has gotten nowhere with this.  No work has been done, and work that has been 
done has not satisfied his idea of finishing the project.  At this point he is very, very 
frustrated and the fact that he has to continually come back to the Board and 
complain about this situation because that is not something he likes to do.

Mayor Latham said he understands Mr. Kerr’s frustrations; and that as far as he knew 
this problem was corrected many, many months ago, and this is the first that he and 
other board member have heard the problem is still out there.  he said what he will 
do is make some phone calls to get this problem corrected and get that area 
established the way it ought to be, and that he would be getting back to Mr. Kerr on 
where we stand in the process.
