REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~  MINUTES ~

MAY 1, 2006

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. Brianna Beaupre, a 4th grader from Mr. Snipes’ class, led the Pledge of Allegiance. Village Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees present: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne. Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Attorney Patrick Dunn, and Village Administrator Frank Koehler.

1. APPROVAL OF MINTUES: Motion by Trustee Amiano, and seconded by Trustee Byrne to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the April 17th, 2006 Regular Board Meeting. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.


Mayor Latham requested a deviation from the agenda to allow a presentation by members from Bethel Baptist church to discuss the National Day of Prayer. Members of the church then led a prayer for peace, health and prosperity for all.

2. REPORTS FROM COMMISSIONS: Mr. Ed Hayes, Chair of the Bourbonnais Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals gave the following report from their meeting of April 27, 2006.
a. Case No. 06-Z-015: Request for Public Hearing to consider a proposed amendment to Chapter 36, Article X, Section 2.2 (I) of the Zoning ordinance regarding private parks and playgrounds. The Commission recommended approval of the proposed amendment. Motion by Trustee Schore and seconded by Trustee Residori to concur with Planning Commission and approve the request. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
b. Case No. 06-Z-016: Request for a Special Use in B-1 Zoning for a Planned Unit Development for property located on Lots 2, 4, 5 and 6 at Briarwood Professional Park. As this was a sketch plan, Mr. Hayes said that a public hearing will be held at the Plan Commission meeting to be held on May 25th, 2006. Motion by Trustee Residori and Seconded by Trustee Byrne to accept the sketch plan as presented. Trustee Schore asked if there will be enough parking. Rick Clevenger from Tyson Engineering indicated that there will be. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
c. Case No. 0-6-Z-017: Request for a variance concerning vertical curve lengths and aeration facilities for Lakes of Bourbonnais (formerly Oxford Development) located at the southeast corner of Career Center Road and roadway 600 North. The preliminary plan was presented. Courtney King from Robinson Engineering, as reviewing engineer for the Village, indicated that the plan was in compliance with applicable village standards. Motion by Trustee Schore and seconded by Trustee Residori to concur with the Planning Commission and approve the request. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
d. Case No. 06-Z-018: Request for Final Plat and Improvements for Tall Grass Commons (formerly Edgemere Townhomes) Planning Commission recommended approval of preliminary plat. Motion by Trustee Schore and second by Trustee Residori to concur with Planning Commission and approve request. Motion passed on voice vote of 6-0.
Mr. Hayes commented that for the record the Planning Commission/Zoning board of Appeals is concerned with the preliminary plat, but not the pipes, manhole locations, etc, as this is to be worked out by the engineering firms and some of these open issues will not delay the approval of the preliminary plat.  The Planning Commission will need a letter from the review engineers stating that all Village ordinances have been met before the final plat is approved.
e. Case No. 06-Z-019. Request for Preliminary Plan and Improvement for Meadowbrook Subdivision, Phase 3. Plan Commission recommended approval of proposal, pending dedication of 50 foot right of way along Burns Road. Motion by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Schore to concur with Planning Commission to approve said request pending dedication of right of way. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
f. Case No. 06-Z-020: Request for annexation to Village, with B-2 Commercial and Mixed Use Residential Zoning, for property located at northwest corner of Roadway 5000 North and Route 45. Planning Commission recommended approval of annexation with requested zoning, and recommended the Village Board enter into annexation agreement with developer. Motion by Trustee Schore and second by Trustee Residori to concur with Planning Commission and approve said request. Motion passed on voice vote of 6-0.
g. Case No 06-Z-021: Request for Public Hearing for Final Draft of new subdivision ordinance as recommend by Village. Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed ordinance. Motion by Trustee Schore and second by Trustee Amiano to concur with Planning Commission and approve said request. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
h. Case No. 06-Z-022. Request for Final Plat Approval for Terra Subdivision, being a minor commercial subdivision along Route 45 in Heritage Meadows. Planning Commission recommended approval of proposal. Motion by Trustee Shore and second by Trustee Byrne to concur with Planning Commission and approve said request. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
i. Case No. 06-Z-023. Request for Final Plan Approval for Heritage Meadows Professional Center PUD. Planning Commission recommended approval of proposal. Motion by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Schore to concur with Planning Commission and approve said request. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
j. Case No. 06-Z-24: Request for Final Plat Approval for Heritage Meadows, 3rd Addition subdivision. Planning Commission recommended approval of proposal. Motion by Trustee Schore and second by Trustee Byrne to concur with Planning Commission and approve said request. Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
k. Case No. 06-Z-010. Request for a Public Hearing to consider an amendment to chapter 36 of the Zoning Ordinance regarding landscape standards. Planning Commission voted to remove this item from their agenda. No action was therefore required by Village Board.

Mr. Hayes noted that the June Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals meeting will be held on Thursday, June 29th due the Friendship Festival being scheduled during the regular meeting date of the commission.

Trustee Schore commented that due to the growth of the Village it was time that the work be brought in house. He feels that the Village will do a good job of running the system.

SPECIAL VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~  MINUTES ~

MAY 4TH, 2006

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 4:35 PM. James Brooks from Tyson Engineering led the Pledge of Allegiance. Village Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees present: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne. Trustee Amiano arrived later in the meeting.  Also in attendance were Village Treasure Ron Riebe, Village Attorney Patrick Dunn and Village Administrator Frank Koehler.
1. MFT MAINTENANCE PROGRAM: Village Administrator Koehler opened the meeting by saying that information had been pulled together for various MFT maintenance projects by Public Works Director John Latham and the Village Engineers. Mr. Brooks from Tyson Engineering outlined the 2006/2007 MFT program. He noted that there are 7 groups of projects that total $163,803.51. It was asked if any of the work is to be done by Public Works or if all of it contracted out. Mr. Brooks said that if Public Works provided about half of the labor, the Village could save upwards of $54,000. Village Administrator Koehler said that the $163,803.51 is the maximum amount authorized, and that items can be pulled to reduce the cost if the Village chooses to do so.

Resolution 06-860: A Resolution Approving an MFT Maintenance Program for the Village of Bourbonnais. It was moved by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Byrne to read by title only. Motion carried on a voice vote of 5-0. It was then moved by Trustee Residori and Seconded by Trustee Byrne to Adopt. Motion carried on a voice vote of 5-0.

2. VILLAGE ATTORNEY: Request for Executive Session: “A request for a motion to enter into an executive session regarding the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees of the public body as allowed by 5 ILCS 120/2 (C) (1) with no final action to be taken after the Executive Session recesses” . 

Trustee Residori moved, and Trustee Byrne seconded to move into Executive Session with no action to be taken. Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

Trustee Amiano arrived during the executive session.
