Mr. Hayes also questioned why the gasoline prices in Kankakee County are so high compared to other areas across the country.  He just drove to and from Texas and found Kankakee County gas prices higher than any he saw along his travels.
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Mr. Hayes closed by saying that he was in Texas the day the space shuttle exploded and that the debris was found everywhere.  He said that as big as Texas is and knowing the type of terrain, they will be finding pieces of the space shuttle for years to come.
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Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, said that she would like clarification on how the name Letourneau should be spelled.  Village Attorney O’Brien will make sure that Ordinance 03-1352 is revised to include the correct spelling.

Village Attorney O’Brien replied that although everything is not finalized, it is his understanding that the Village is not required to match any part of that amount.
