Village Administrator Koehler reported that the Village of Bourbonnais hosted the 
weekly meeting for Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity this 
morning, with officials from DCEO, State Representative Lisa Dugan, Village of 
Bradley, Kankakee County Planning Department, and Bradley-Bourbonnais Regional

Nancy Burke, Bond Counsel for ONU from the firm
of Chapman and Cutler LLP, said the bond interest and principle are solely the 
responsibility of ONU and the Village of Bourbonnais is held harmless in this 
process.  Doug Perry, ONU Vice President of Finance, said the bonds will be used as 
follows:  $25 million will be used to refinance existing bonds, $15 million for 
campus projects, and $3 million for reserves.
