PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Myron Stawick, of 3 Tunbridge Turn, asked the Board if anything can be done to redirect the water flow on Turnbridge.  The recent rain wreaked havoc on his property and needs assistance.  Mayor Latham said he have Tyson Engineering come out to see what could be done.

· Wayne Rasmussen, 2265 Sportsman Club Road, said that he had water in his house for the first time in 40 years last week and believes it is caused by the detention pond on Barrington and Oak streets. He wants this to be looked at.  Mayor Latham will definitely have it looked at by the Village Engineers and they will contact him.
· Gerald Schrock, 767 Olde Oak Drive, said this is his second time in two years that he has come to the Board to report water problems. This time he had a major flooding problem twice in the last five days.  Public Works came out to inspect the pipe and grate in his yard and found the inbound pipe was 100% blocked and the outbound pipe was 85% blocked.  


He said he was told the pipe was a 24” pipe, but it is only an 18” pipe.


He said that a regular schedule to clean the pipe needs to be developed.  He said 
an 80 foot wide “river” was coming through his yard.  Mr. Schrock counted seven 
(7) sources of water upstream.


Mayor Latham said that the Village of Bourbonnais has recently changed personnel 
in the Public Works Department and the Village will aggressively pursue a program 
to make sure that the drainage pipes and mains are kept clean.

· Kellie Rechia, 1435 Patriot, thinks FEMA needs to look at the Village of Bourbonnais to see if we should be reevaluated as to its flood plain.  Mayor Latham said we had flash floods.  Any time you get that much rain in such a short period of time and the ground is a saturated you will have some problems, no matter where you live.  Administrator Koehler said FEMA is scheduled to have the flood plain reviewed next year.  Mayor Latham thinks they might actually remove some areas from the flood plain map.

Ms. Rechia asked who owned the property that borders her property to the rear, 
which is behind the Career Center.  Administrator Koehler said that it is owned by 
the Career Center, and the property is unincorporated.  Trustee Residori said that 
as he indicated earlier in the meeting, the water in her area should flow west. 


Ms. Rechia also asked about the street lights on her block and if ComEd has been 
contacted.  Trustee Byrne said he will contact ComEd tomorrow.  She also 
thanked the Village for the police presence and the impact they have had on 
speeders.  She wondered if the Village will be placing stop signs on her streets.  
Chief Beard said that a traffic count will have to be done to determine the need.
· Linda Giagnoni,1447 Patriot Way, asked if anything has been resolved with Kennedy Homes.  Mayor Latham said Tyson Engineering met with Kennedy Homes and went over improvements to be made.    Ms. Giagnoni said they have other issues with their furnace and paint.  Mayor Latham will have the Code Department contact them.
