At this time, Mayor Latham noted that this ordinance is strictly to annex the 23 acres of the development with a PUD zoning, not the plans for the development.  Mayor Latham then opened the floor for public comments:
· Nick Lorand, 5216 Pin Oak Turn, again voiced his concerns over the project as he did at the last Village board meeting.  He said that his biggest concern is the R-5 PUD zoning, and the increased traffic that will result from the connection of this development to the east/west street in his subdivision (Noah Drive).  Mayor Latham said that all units are intended to be owner occupied much like Trotter’s Chase on Brown Boulevard.  Mike Pinski, the developer, said this will be similar to Trotter’s Chase, but with much less density.  Mayor Latham commented that as for the connection, the Planning Commission wants to allow for two ways in and out of a subdivision.  Trustee Schore and Chief Beard agreed that this is necessary for public safety issues.  Mayor Latham suggested that Mr. Lorand and his neighbors get with Mr. Pinski and try to arrive at a compromise for the second ingress and egress.
At this time, Mayor Latham asked for the Board action.  Trustee Schore, seconded by Trustee Residori, made a motion to approve Ordinance 04-1425.  Before the vote, Trustee Residori said that the developer and Planning Commission are really going to have to look very closely at the drainage at that location.  Mayor Latham said that after our last heavy rain there was a lot of water in the area.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked for clarification on Resolution 04-730—amending the General Fund Budget.  Administrator Koehler said that he would discuss it with her after the meeting.

· Ms. Olszewski also asked whether Hanson Professional Services, Inc. was a government group.  Administrator Koehler said they were a private company.  Ms. Olszewski noted the agreement says that Hanson will use a sub-consultant and wondered who that will be.  Administrator Koehler said that M. Gingerich, Gereaux and Associates would be doing the surveying work.

· Roy Bernard, of the Daily Journal, asked how much Hanson would receive.  Administrator Koehler said that it would be 10-15% of the $750,000.00 project.  
· Mr. Bernard also asked what the KRMA amendment agreement (Resolution 04-732) was.  Mayor Latham said that it states Bourbonnais is “contracting” to KRMA a secretary for KRMA, with 100% pay by KRMA.  She is an existing employee of KRMA, and this is similar to the other “hirings” that has occurred at KRMA recently.
