Ordinance 03-1367 (An Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance of Up to $1,655,000 Motor Fuel Tax Alternate Revenue Source Bonds of the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee County, Illinois for the Purpose of Defraying the Costs of Street and Road Improvements) First Reading



Mayor Latham outlined what type of projects this money would be used for, the details of which are contained in the ordinance.

· Village Attorney O’Brien advised the Board that he will be filing an updated reservation of easement relating to the vacation of a portion of Washington Avenue.  This is the result of the sale of the Rudolf Trucking property.
· Village Attorney O’Brien also said that because of this, an update on the indemnification of easement (hold harmless) relating to the vacation of portions of Washington Avenue will also be filed.
· The Board has asked Village Attorney O’Brien to start this same process for the section of Washington Avenue that runs parallel with Armour Road.  Attorney O’Brien said that he will work with the Village Engineer to do so.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Nancy Sharpe, 210 Kristina Drive, approached the Board about antiquated flood maps of Bourbonnais.  She was wondering why these maps have not been updated to reflect the current Village flood plan.  She said that the homeowners are paying for flood insurance that they probably would not be paying if this revision was submitted.

Mayor Latham said that the Village is working on the last leg of the work on the creeks, ditches, and detention ponds.  The last area is the Bourbonnais Creek that runs behind homes on River Street.  Once this is started, the Village Engineer will start the process of getting the flood plan area reduced, but this is a very expensive and tedious process.

Trustee Schore said that the Village could not assume that with the final work to be done in the Old Bourbonnais Creek area that a change would be made by FEMA.  The Village Engineer wants to be very cautious about his approach to the issue.

Administrator Koehler reiterated that the result may not be favorable for the Village, as FEMA wants to be sure that the possibility of flooding is minimal.

Mayor Latham said that as soon as the Village Engineer gets everything resurveyed, he will begin the paper work process.

· Steve Kerr, 310 Meadows Road South, asked about the Yale ditch project north of his property and the impact on the enclosed area adjacent to his home.  He said that he looked at the plans at the Village Engineer’s office and it looks like the project calls for 2-36” pipes running through the Yale ditch and that the plans show the new area on the south side of Meadows Road South being torn up.  Mayor Latham said that there is a Utility Committee meeting coming up later this month and will make sure that the plans make sense.  Mayor Latham did not think any work on the south side of Meadows Road South is part of the Yale project.

· Roy Bernard, The Daily Journal, asked what the total cost of the fountain and bubbler for the pond is.  Administrator Koehler said that it is a cost NTE $6,500.00.

· Mr. Bernard also asked about the MFT Bond issue, specifically how the bonds will be paid for.  Mayor Latham said that, given that the MFT from the State is based on population and with the expected growth in the Village, there should be no problem paying for these projects.  He also asked how long the terms of the bonds were for.  Village Attorney O’Brien said that they are 20-23 years.
