Call to Order.

The meeting of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held  September 27, 2007 was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Chairman Ed Hayes.  Members present were Ed Hayes, Paul Cavitt, Terry Gund, Ralph Huntley, Joan Pierce, and Jerry Savoie.  Member absent was Mario Rafe. Also present were Gary Preston, Building Commissioner and Pat Dunn, Village Attorney.

Request for a Final Plat Approval for Cobblestone Subdivision of Bourbonnais, Unit 4 (Lots 51 through 71, inclusive, Lots 75 through 91, inclusive, and Lots 156 through 161, inclusive) for Property Generally Located south of  6000 North Road  

and west of Route 45/52, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.  


Petitioner:  Endor, Inc.  Post Office Box 608, Manteno, IL  60914.

Mr. Hayes read the petition for Final Plat approval for Cobblestone Subdivision, Unit 4 (Lots 51 through 71, inclusive, Lots 75 through 91, inclusive, and Lots 156 through 161, inclusive) for property generally located south of  6000 North Road and west of Route 45/52, Bourbonnais, IL  60914. A letter from Tyson Engineering, dated September 21, 2007 listed four concerns that needed to be addressed before approval is given. 


Alicia Cunha, representing the petitioner, stated that these concerns have been addressed on this Final Plat.  A letter from Burke Engineering, dated September 26, 2007, attached and made a part of these minutes, stated these concerns have been met.


Mr. Hayes expressed his concern that all the restrictions on a Drainage Easement are not included on the plat.


Ms. Cunha stated this will be added to the plat.


A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Jerry Savoie, that the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the Final Plat for Cobblestone Subdivision of Bourbonnais, Unit 4 (Lots 51 through 71, inclusive, Lots 75 through 91, inclusive, and Lots 156 through 161, inclusive) for property generally located south of  6000 North Road and west of Route 45/52, for petitioner Endor, Inc. Roll call vote indicated all members present (6) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the October 1, 2007 Village Board meeting.

Request for a Final Plat Approval for Don Daly Residential Subdivision, Career Center Road and north of 6000 North Road, Bourbonnais, IL  60914. See also Case# 07-Z-007.


Petitioner:  Daly & Sullivan Construction Co., 25800 South Bristol, Monee, IL  60449

Brian Malone, representing the petitioner Daly & Sullivan Construction Co.
He verified that the subdivision’s  name is Churchill Farms. In a letter from Tyson Engineering, they stated they have no objections to approval subject to final approval of the improvement plans.  They are working with the developer’s design engineer to achieve an approval of the improvement plans.

Mr. Hayes stated that all the improvement plans must be approved before a recommendation is made to the Village Board.  He also stated that all restrictions on “drainage easements” must be included on the Final Plat.

A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Paul Cavitt, that the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the Final Plat for Don Daly Residential Subdivision (Churchill Farms) provided there is proof of Tyson’s approval of the improvements plans and that all restrictions on Drainage Easements are on the Final Plat are ready before the Village Board meeting.. Roll call vote indicated all members present (6) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the October 1, 2007 Village Board meeting if all conditions of the motion have been met.
Under “Old Business”, Mr. Hayes informed the commissioners that after our August meeting Mario Rafe had submitted his resignation to the Mayor who accepted the resignation.  The Village Board is seeking a replacement for this temporary position on the Commission.

Regarding the recent meeting concerning the Kankakee County Comprehensive Plan it was felt that we are not ready to act on this.  More study needs to be done.

Mr. Hayes also noted the dates for the November  and December meeting have been advanced one week due to holidays.
