PUBLIC COMMENTS

Lori Smietanski, Bradley, Illinois: Lori inquired as to the status of the Board’s consideration of the proposed anti-smoking ordinance. Village President Latham noted that Bourbonnais is waiting to see what the other communities may do, noting that Bourbonnais has only one restaurant that would be impacted while other communities may have as many as 30 or more.

Frank Bradley, Tinley Park, Illinois. As President of Dunree Homes, Mr. Bradley noted that his company is looking forward to the completion of the Heritage Meadows 3rd addition subdivision in Bourbonnais. Unfortunately, he is unable to obtain building permits due to a recent Village policy precluding issuance of permits until all utilities are in place. Mr. Bradley noted that he is in a Catch 22, as Commonwealth Edison won’t begin electrical work until building permits have been issued. After a brief discussion, this was referred to Committee for review.
