Ordinance 07-1732 (An Ordinance Authorizing and Approving a Jurisdictional Boundary Line Agreement between the Village of Bourbonnais and the Village of Limestone) Second Reading
Motion made by Trustee Byrne, seconded by Trustee Residori, to read said ordinance by title only.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.  Mayor Latham asked Trustee Schore to elaborate on this borderline agreement with the new Village of Limestone.  Trustee Schore said this is our first agreement with the new village, and the border is basically the centerline of the river.  This way the boundary is resolved, and no one can create issues or pit any one against the other.  Mayor Latham asked if there was ever a bridge constructed, would it mean half the cost is ours, and half the cost theirs?  Trustee Schore replied that very few bridges in the state of Illinois are owned by anybody but the State.  Attorney Dunn added that we already have an agreement with the City of Kankakee for the same boundary which is the middle of the river, so it is consistent with our current agreements.  With no further discussion, Mayor Latham asked for a motion and roll call vote:
