1.
Call to Order.

The meeting of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held  November 16, 2006 was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Chairman Ed Hayes.  Members present were Ed Hayes, Paul Cavitt, Terry Gund, Ralph Huntley, Joan Pierce, Mario Rafe, and Jerry Savoie.  No member was absent. Also present were Gary Preston, Building Commissioner, and Pat Dunn, Village Attorney.
Ed Hayes thanked Jerry Savoie for chairing the October meeting and for the other three commissioners for being present at that meeting.

Approval of Minutes.

A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Ralph Huntley, to approve the minutes of the  October 26, 2006 meeting as presented. Voice vote indicated all members present (7) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Case# ZBA-06-005 

Request for a Variance, allowing  for a reduction in the required side yard setback for property located at Lot 11-B Meadowbrook Subdivision, Phase I  (802 Pheasant Drive), Bourbonnais, IL  60914).


Petitioner:  WEB Construction, DBA Brady Homes, 865 Meadowbrook Road, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.


Mr. Hayes read the request for a variance allowing for a reduction in the required side yard setback for property located at Lot 11-B Meadowbrook Subdivision, Phase 1 (802 Pheasant Drive). It was determined that the following requirements had been met: notice of public hearing had been published in the Herald, filing fee had been paid and adjacent property owners had been notified .

The requested variance addressed the fact that the Northeast and Southeast corners of the unit on Lot 11-B are each less than one foot into the side yard setback line.


Greg Deck, attorney for the petitioner, WEB Construction, DBA Brady Homes, and Brad Baker of developer, Brady Homes, stated that the error in the required side yard setback was not noted until the building was constructed.  Instead of the required 8 foot side yard setback the northeast corner measurement is 7.64 feet and the southeast corner is 7.31 feet.


Mr. Baker noted the cause was a human error and that this was a unique problem for them, not occurring previously.


Several other facts were noted.  The duplex is a condominium.  The setbacks on the west side (Lot 11-A) are slightly in excess of 8 feet - 8.33 feet and 8.71 feet.  Brady Homes still own Lot 12.


In answer to the question on when and who the survey is done. Mr. Hayes stated that there is a need to prove the footprint of the building/house.  This should be established at the beginning of construction.  He stated that work is in process addressing this problem. We have been experiencing a rise in the number of this type of variance request.
A motion was made by Joan Pierce, seconded by Mario Rafe, that the Zoning Board of Appeals grants a variance of less than one foot for the side yard setback line for property located on  Lot 11-B, Meadowbrook Subdivision, Phase 1 (802 Pheasant Drive) as requested by the petitioner WEB Construction, DBA Brady Homes, 865 Meadowbrook Road.
