OLD BUSINESS—Trustee Schore, Robinson Engineering study on drainage on 
Career Center Road.

Trustee Schore announced that Courtney Koning, Projects Engineer with 
Robinson Engineering, was here tonight to present to the Board their study on a 
drainage issue that the Village had requested them to look into along the east 
and west sides of Career Center Road.  Mr. Koning said that essentially what 
they had done was divided an area around Career Center Road and 5000 N. into 
three areas and reviewed each area for the drainage that was occurring 
in
those areas, what the natural channels of water that flow across the area 
should be, and whether or not there were any man-made encumbrances 
that
were stopping water flow.  He started by saying from the study they had 
done, 
the drainage on the east side of Career Center Road appears to be open 
and
sufficient to carry the storm water and its natural flow.  Drainage on the 
west side, however, does not appear to be doing so, and there are water 
backups along that side of the road in the ditch due to damming up of the 
water flow.  
He said in one instance there was approximately 3’ X 12’ culvert 
near the Meadowbrook Subdivision on the east side, but once the water flows 
to the west side, there are only a couple of 12” pipes that are handling that 
water flow.  This is less flow capacity than what would be expected.  Trustee 
Schore asked Mr. Koning if the Village was calculating the drainage and the 
flow properly from a requirement standpoint for subdivisions and whether the 
water was flowing properly from these 
subdivisions in an east to west manner.  
Mr. Koning said they did calculations of 
the normal water flow through the 
area, and factored in the subdivisions in calculations related to that, and they 
determined that the subdivisions are not creating any additional flow, nor are 
they blocking the natural flow on the east side of Career Center Road.  An 
associate of Mr. Koning’s, also from Robinson Engineering, Jonathon Diller, he 
added that although the subdivisions are there and there is new considerations 
that need to be taken into account with calculations regarding the water flow 
and how the 
subdivisions are developed, he does not see any problems with 
what’s been 
done on the east side of the road.  Again, it is just the situation 
when it gets to the west side of the road, with the damming effect there that 
creates the water back up and the potential for flooding.  Village Administrator 
Koehler commented that he would agree with that, and that in fact all the 
village subdivisions are meeting the state requirements for calculations as they 
relate 
to storm water flow.  Mr. Koning said at this stage, in order to correct 
the problem they would have to make an effort to determine what is causing 
the damming.  They would have to do a topography study of the west side of 
Career Center Road, which of course would require the approval of the 
property owner on that side, and unfortunately the property is not within the 
Village limits at this time.  He said they have identified some problems, but the 
solution is to open up the restrictions and the channel of flow again, but 
in 
order to do so, the Village and the engineers would need access to private 
property to confirm everything that needs to be done.  Village Administrator 
Koehler said that the Board would have to discuss this internally, and try to 
determine what agencies would need to get involved to help the village 
understand and gain access to the problem and create a solution.  Mayor 
Latham asked if from what he has seen out there, along Career Center Road, if 
Mr. Koning could comment on whether the damming effect is man-made or 
some natural blockage that has occurred.  Mr. Koning said that from what he 
could see from their recognizance in the area, he would have to say this 
was a 
man-made restriction.  He could say from the pictures you could see a berm 
that had been put in place there and actually grass growing on that berm.  
Mayor Latham then thanked Mr. Koning and his group for all the work they had 
done to do this study and that the Village Board will have to discuss what 
actions need to be taken next.

Gerald Schrock, 767 Olde Oak Drive, said that Public Works did a check of the 
drainage tile behind his house and found tree roots need to be cleaned out, 
and did so and water is finally flowing.  He wants the Village of Bourbonnais to 
get the job finished this fall as there are still larger roots that need to be 
cleaned out but Public Works needs to get the proper equipment to do so.  He 
thanked the Board, Public Works, and James Brooks for their assistance.
