October 20, 2003

CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Tyler Garst, fourth grader at Alan Shepard Elementary School, led the Pledge of Allegiance. Trustee Residori seconded the motion, but before the vote, it was noted by Trustee Schore that this system will be much more efficient than the current system, and that the cost includes the demo and removal of the old system with no interruption of Village business.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Olivia Waggoner, of 405 Briarcliff Lane, again appealed to the Board to do what it can to block the rate increase that is being sought by Consumers Illinois Water Company.  She asked that the Board consider those senior citizens that are on a fixed income and that these seniors do not receive those kinds of increase in their Social Security income making it nearly impossible to cover the type of increase CIWC is seeking.  Mayor Latham said right now the Board has not taken a stance either way and will wait until they hear the whole story at the Public Hearing on October 29, 2003, with the Illinois Commerce Commission.

· Administrator Koehler commented that for those who are looking for another source of income, they should attend this Wednesday’s census meeting.

· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked if this year’s Village Christmas party was being held jointly with the Village of Bradley as it was last year.  Mayor Latham said that this year it is not.

· Toby Olszewski also commented that there were a couple of street lights out in her area and she had a good timely response from ComEd in getting them fixed.
