Consideration of Ordinance 03-1368 (An Ordinance Making Appropriations for Corporate and Other Purposes of the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee County, Illinois, for Fiscal Year Ending April 30, 2004) Second Reading

Mayor Latham opened the floor up for any questions or comments from the Board.  

Administrator Koehler noted that the $800,000 grant that was received from the Federal Government through Senator Durbin’s office was inadvertently double counted in the original appropriations calculations.  He noted that the new total for the FY 2003/2004 Appropriation period is now $21,296,135, an $800,000 reduction from the previously presented total of $22,096,135 (see attached schedule for more information).
