Tuesday, January 18th, 2005
1. Call to Order: Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM. In the absence of Village Clerk Brian Simeur, Village Administrator Frank Koehler was asked to record the minutes.

3. Public Hearing: 
A. MJP Development: Request for Annexation, B-2 Business District, General Retail Zoning of property located at on the north side of Armour Road, east of Route 45. 

Village Attorney Dunn noted that after the application for annexation had been filed, it was discovered that two of the lots were already in the village. The petition was revised to reflect the rezoning, from residential to B-2 General Retail for the two lots presently in the village, and the annexation and zoning, to B-2, of the two additional lots referenced in the plat of annexation. l;icaiton for rezonig had  the app

B. AMERICAN LUTERAN CHURCH: Request for Annexation, Zoning R-1, and Special Use to allow construction of Church on property located on east side of Career Center Road, between new Bourbonnais Elementary School and Kankakee Career Center.

Village Attorney Dunn noted that he is making a few minor adjustments to the annexation agreement, providing for the payment of upwards of $20,000 towards improvements to Career Center Road, clarifying language with respect to waiver of certain fees and removal of waiver if property is developed for purposes other than proposed, and for clarifying Church’s obligations to construct an access road to the east should one be desired by the Church.
