Ordinance 05-1534 (An Ordinance Authorizing the Execution of an Economic Incentive Agreement 
between the Village of Bourbonnais and Kroger Limited Partnership I) Second Reading

Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Schore, to read said ordinance by title only.  
Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.


Motion made by Trustee Amiano, seconded by Trustee Residori, to adopt said ordinance.  

Prior to the vote, Dan DiCioccio, Regional Manager for Kroger Development, presented a sketch plan 
for the new Kroger store to be located on Armour Road.  The Kroger site is the second plan of its type 
for the Midwest region.  The store will consist of 71,000 square feet on the main floor with a 25,000 
square foot mezzanine, and will also have a fuel center.  Currently, the store located in Bourbonnais is 
40,000 
square feet.  It will be a freestanding store with no type of “B” stores adjacent to it.  There 
will be no tax incentives on the current taxing level; however, they will share in any incremental 
sales tax over the current levels.  Kroger will also pay for stop lights at Armour Road and Edgemere, 
will pay to reroute the gas line that currently runs through the property, and pay to extend Edgemere 
to Armour Road.

Mayor Latham noted that although they don’t have a firm groundbreaking date at this point because it 
hinges on the relocation of the gas line.  Mr. DiCioccio from Kroger felt the groundbreaking could take 
place as early as the first part of 2006.  Trustee Schore also commented and thanked Mr. Don Pepin, 
whose property is adjacent to the parcel that Kroger plans to develop, as he sold off an approximate 20 
foot strip on the west side of his property to allow for Edgemere to come through to Armour Road.

Resolution 05-834 (A Resolution Regarding a South Suburban Airport and the Right of Property 
Owners to Re-Purchase their Land if the Airport is not built by a Date Certain)


Mayor Latham explained that this resolution stands to serve as a vehicle to ensure that the third airport 
construction and oversight is divided amongst the counties of Cook, Will, and Kankakee, with basically 
even representation in all facets of the design and development of the airport.  This particular 
resolution was created in response to Senator Halvorson’s principles that she wants to put in 
place 
to allow for certain safeguards to protect the three counties.  Village Administrator Koehler also noted 
that one critical aspect of this resolution is that it would allow for property owners who sell their 
property, or have their property taken through eminent domain, would be able to buy their property 
back at the same price that they had sold the property to the State.  Trustee Schore said his only 
concern is that there is no date certain listed on the project.  Village Administrator Koehler said at this 
stage this is merely a resolution showing support of the project and that they really don’t have a date 
at this time.  Motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Schore to read by title only.
