Call to order:  Mayor Robert Latham called the Public Hearing to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll call:  No formal roll was taken; however, those present were:  Mayor Latham, Village Clerk Brian Simeur, Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Village Attorney Pat Dunn.  Those absent were: Trustee Paul Schore and Trustee Scott Byrne.

Public Hearing— ORDINANCE NO. 06-1581 (AN ORDINANCE MAKING APPROPRIATIONS 
FOR CORPORATE AND OTHER PURPOSES OF THE VILLAGE OF BOURBONNAIS, KANKAKEE 
COUNTY, ILLINOIS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING APRIL 30TH, 2007)


Village Administrator Koehler went on to outline some of the items within the Appropriations ordinance, and various things that had changed.  He started out by saying that the ordinance, simply put, is an appropriation that the Board has to live with as a ceiling for spending, which in our case happens to be the budgeted spending, plus a nine percent (9%) increase.  The nine percent is basically a buffer for the Village in the event that additional spending over and above the budget needed to occur.  He noted that this year the appropriation amount of all funds equal to right at around $19 million, versus spending last year that equaled $19.9 million.  The difference happens to be capital projects that were put into the appropriations ordinance last year, with one of the main items being the Belson Drive extension.


Village Administrator Koehler is asking that the Board pass this ordinance tonight, as it is necessary to get this submitted to the County Clerk’s office by the end of this week.

Public Comments:  Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked why the Belson Drive project was the difference between last year and this year, and if it came out of the MFT, how it affects the appropriations if it is not a general fund item?  It was noted by Mayor Latham that this includes all total funds for the Village.  Ms. Olszewski then went on to ask if this upcoming year we would end up with a surplus of motor fuel tax now that the Belson project is out.  Administrator Koehler said yes, in essence we would, but will have other projects coming up the following year like Burns Road, and the like, where the spending would carry over for that.  Ms. Olszewski then asked if this appropriations spending allows for additional police or public works personnel, if need be?  Village Administrator Koehler said that this actually is more of a legal document and we are held to our budgets within our departments and that is where those kinds of line items would be located.  He said there are a certain amount of dollars in there, in the case of having to replace a police officer that retires or something of the like.  However, any hires over and above the budgeted head counts would rest with the Board.
