Prior to 
the vote, Trustee Amiano said she cannot believe that we are going to give the developer the $450,000 
and let 
him walk away.  Mayor Latham said that you have to consider that the development had 
numerous issues pop up:  asbestos, underground oil tanks that the EPA required tests and other things 
on, and the biggest issue and expense seems to be that the structural integrity of the old Jewel/Osco 
building was found to be unacceptable by the developer’s structural engineers so as a result, it was 
more cost effective to tear the old structure down.  Now Office Depot is lined up to take a part of the 
new building.  Trustee Amiano said that is all fine and good, but as a developer he has to know that 
there are potential things like this that can occur.  She went on to say that the $450,000 could have 
gone for other things like the relocation of the bus barn for the school district.  Mayor Latham said to 
keep in mind that by helping the developer like we have done has kept us out of a scenario where we 
essentially would be trading the old Kmart building for an old Jewel/Osco building, and it appears that 
we are past that point at this stage which is a win/win for everyone, including the village residents.


Trustee Residori reminded the Board that the developer had to move very fast with Jewel because they 
were in negotiations for a takeover, and the developer was forced to put up money for this 
development.  Trustee Byrne said that the Board should not forget that we also gave the developer 
approximately $650,000 worth of additional land in the Morgan property, which is located adjacent to 
the old Jewel/Osco.  Mayor Latham and Trustee Residori said this is exactly what TIF is for.  Mayor 
Latham said that we have millions in a very healthy TIF fund, and it goes back to the State when it 
ends in 2010.  We need to spend the money to help us generate sales tax dollars, and we are best to 
use it within the Village of Bourbonnais on projects like this than to send it back to the state where 
they could use it for who knows what.  Trustee Byrne said that he has no problem with incentives, but 
when developers sign a contract, they should honor it.  Trustee Schore said his opinion of the project 
has changed over the last couple months, and he is concerned with the abandoned property.  We 
should do anything necessary to avoid this type of situation, and this is a good example of that.  These 
are not easy decisions to make.  Trustee Residori said that if a vote for this kind of development would 
have cost him the election a few months ago, he would have voted for it regardless.  He thinks this is 
the best thing that we could do for the residents who live in the area and remove what used to be an 
eyesore, and turn that property into something that everybody will appreciate.  Trustee Baranowski 
said that since we are locked into a small area of TIF and spending can only be done there, we need to 
do everything possible in the TIF district to see development occur before the money runs out in 2010.  
Mayor Latham seconded that, and said this is exactly what TIF is all about.  Trustee Greenlee 
acknowledged the Mayor for making good decisions in pushing for this type of development in the TIF 
district.
