Call to Order—Village President Latham called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Roll Call—Clerk Brian Simeur called Roll with the following Trustees in attendance: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance: Village Administrator Frank Koehler, Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.

Public Hearing—Ordinance 04-1480 (An Ordinance Levying Taxes for all Corporate Purposes for the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee County, Illinois, for the Fiscal Year Commencing on the 1st day of May, 2004 and ending on the 30th day of April, 2005)

Administrator Koehler opened the public hearing noting that this public hearing is required under the Truth and Taxation Law, giving the public (taxpayers) an opportunity to question anything contained in the levy.

Administrator Koehler reported that the levy is 3.3% over what the Village of Bourbonnais requested last year.  It is 5.7% over last year’s extension.  Administrator Koehler explained that the figures contained within, will more than likely decrease, as these are just estimated numbers.  This will result in a decrease in the Village of Bourbonnais tax rate.  Mayor Latham said that it is extremely difficult to project the correct amounts due to the uncertainty of the annexations the past year.

Public Comments—Ron Hansen, 1297 Greenbriar Court, commended the Board for the way it has been controlling its spending and thus keeping the Village of Bourbonnais tax rate down.

Adjournment—Motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Amiano to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.  Meeting adjourned at 5:40 p.m.
