Call to Order—Village President Latham called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
2.
Roll Call—Clerk Brian Simeur called Roll with the following Trustees in attendance: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance: Village Administrator Frank Koehler, Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.

Public Hearing—Ordinance 05-1537  An Ordinance Levying Taxes for 
All Corporate Purposes for 
the Village of Bourbonnais, Kankakee 
County, Illinois for the Fiscal Year Commencing on the 
First Day of May, 2005 and ending on the 30th Day of April, 2006.

Village Administrator Koehler outlined the changes that occurred in the levy from this year to last 
year that resulted in a $70,000 increase, all of 
which is accounted for through the growth within 
the Village of Bourbonnais.  He did note that additionally, part of the change in the levy is due to 
the cost of living increases for various aspects within the village.  He also pointed out that although 
the dollar amount of the levy did go up, the Village tax rate did drop again this year, and the 
homeowners that pay the property tax bills will see a reduction in the Village portion, unless they 
are reassessed by the Township Assessor.  Mayor Latham also commented that growth is driving a lot 
of this as an example, the Public Works Department within the last year has picked up three to four 
miles of village streets they are responsible for plowing and maintaining, so those things do start to 
add up over time.

Public Comments—Keith Runyon, 1165 Plum Creek Drive, appeared before the Board to address his 
concerns about the way the Village calculates their levy, which includes TIF in the calculation, to 
make the rate actually appear smaller.  He would like the Village to rethink the way they calculate 
the levy and consider excluding TIF from the equation which would make the tax levy in his opinion, 
more representative of how it should really be reflected.  Mr. Runyon did go on to say that the 
calculation used by Village of Bourbonnais is not illegal by state statute or county policy, however, 
he feels that it is something the Village needs to look at changing.  However, with that 
being said, 
he did compliment the Board because he and his group he is affiliated with, OUTRAGE, very rarely 
find issue with the Village of Bourbonnais and the way it is operated.


Following his discussion on the levy, Mr. Runyon noted that OUTRAGE has requested a public hearing 
on new proposed landfill within the county.  At this point in time, Mayor Latham informed Mr. 
Runyon that we should be notified officially by him of this public hearing, and we will take the 
appropriate actions with it because this public hearing was not meant as a forum for that.

Adjournment—Motion made by Trustee Schore, and seconded by Trustee Byrne, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.  Meeting adjourned at 5:38 p.m.
