PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked if April 30, 2004 is when the Village’s fiscal year ended.  Mayor Latham said that it is.  She then asked about the $143,771 deficit that appears on the February 2004 Fiscal year-to-date summary (Treasurer’s Report).  Administrator Koehler said that there are transfers that were made in March and there will be more made in April to bring this back into the “black”.
· Ms. Olszewski also asked if the property owners that are to become part of the Route 45 annexation plan were notified in advance.  Mayor Latham said no they were not.

· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked the Mayor about a comment he made as a candidate for Mayor, saying that he would not force annex anyone into the Village.  Mayor Latham said that was true, but he was referring to Armour Road, which was an issue during the campaign.  The Mayor went on to say that with all of the improvements, the Village is making along Route 45, all property owners should pay their fair share.

· Mr. Bernard asked how the current businesses along Route 45 will be “grandfathered” in.  Mayor Latham said that presently, all but a couple of these properties are zoned R-1.  Under Village regulations, any property seeking a zoning change after annexation would have to appear before the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals with their request.  Administrator Koehler added that the only business that currently meets the Village’s commercial requirements is the photography studio.

· Ms. Olszewski asked why the photography studio would qualify for commercial zoning.  Administrator Koehler said that it currently meets the Village’s commercial Building Standards/Codes.
Executive Session—At this time, a motion made by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Schore to adjourn to Executive Session as requested in the Village Attorney section, to review Executive Session minutes and discuss potential litigation, with no action to be taken, was passed on a voice vote of 4-0.
