PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Nancy Sharp, 210 Kristina, thanked the Village Board for their help in addressing a


problem she 
had brought to their attention a couple of meetings ago relating to a 
project that was being developed on Route 45 near Kathy Drive and Ardith Drive.  She 
said most all of the work has been completed in terms of moving the dirt piles, and 
they have started on landscaping.  She said the area really looks great.  She just 
wanted to thank the Board on their fast work in getting this problem resolved.

· Jim Mulligan, private investor that did not want to reveal his address for that reason,


came to the Board with concerns that people had in relation to the Shine Fest held 
this past weekend at ONU.  He said numerous individuals had contacted him to look 
into the excessive noise that was a part of that event.  He asked the Board what 
consideration had been given to the surrounding area and the people that live there, 
and what was going to be done for future events like that?  Mayor Latham said the 
Village of Bourbonnais agreed to this outside event on an experimental basis, and he 
will take the 
appropriate action when they request to do this next year.  Mayor 
Latham made it a point that ONU has always worked with the Village on any issues 
that have come about and he does not foresee any problems going forward.

· Mr. Mulligan asked if the Village Attorney could look into changing codes to address the noise level.  Mayor Latham thinks that we can work this out with ONU without having to get into changing the codes of the Village.  Mayor Latham said that he would ask ONU for the upcoming event next year to minimize the noise level, have a little more control over the bands that were playing, and to limit the time frame of which the event was held, that is, to not allow it to go on late into the night.

· Kenneth Griggs, The Herald, asked how much it would cost for the MFT Road Maintenance in the Village had the Public Works Department not done any of the labor associated with the project.  It was noted by Ms. Cyr, representing Tyson Engineering, and members of the Board that this is not known at this time because the information requested from contractors was done with the premise that Public Works was going to provide the labor.  Therefore, there were not alternate bids sought for this work.

· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, inquired about Ordinance 05-1519 regarding the amendment of allowable heights for churches and steeples within the village, and asked what precipitated this?  Village Administrator Koehler said that ONU is looking to build a new chapel on campus, and the current height limitation was going to be an issue with the structure they were going to construct on campus.  It was also noted by Trustee Schore that the Bourbonnais Fire Protection District has also reviewed these plans for the new chapel and they do not have a problem with a steeple up to 100 feet that is not occupied.  It is not an issue given that it is just a stand alone structure on top of the building and they should be able to handle that with their equipment.


Mr. Bernard then asked if the Board knew where the new chapel would be located on 
the campus, exactly.  Village Administrator Koehler said it is not known at this time.
