Materials of the Municipal Code of the Village of Bourbonnais, Illinois) Second Reading

Prior to the vote, Trustee Schore said there is a friendly amendment to the ordinance to clear 
up the wording of the original reading of said ordinance. Attorney Dunn stated that in the 
Residential District part of the ordinance, Section 7-103 (i) currently reads “…minimum 50% 
face brick or native stone on the first floor elevation.”  With the friendly amendment, the 
wording will be 
changed to, “…minimum 50% of face brick or native stone on all of the exterior 
walls.”

Trustee Schore added that the wording will make the Code Enforcement part more simplified—
it addresses the structure as opposed to where that brick would end up going.  It will give the 
builder more latitude as to where they will put the brick.
